We will develop modern fish landing centers, cold storage chains, and processing hubs to
reduce post-harvest losses and increase fishermen’s income.

We will promote deep-sea fishing with subsidized boats, GPS systems and safety equipment.

We will expand brackish water aquaculture and inland fisheries using scientific methods to
increase productivity.

We will set up marine biotechnology research parks and innovation hubs in coastal
districts.

We will promote research in algae farming, biofuels, pharmaceuticals, and nutraceuticals
from marine resources.

We will partner with universities and private players to develop high-yield, disease-resistant
fish and shrimp varieties.

We will support startups working in marine biotech, aguaculture technology, and ocean-based
solutions.

We will establish skill development centres to train youth in marine sciences, aguaculture,
and biotech applications.

We will empower and train women of coastal communities to make and export shell-based
decorative items and jewelry, providing them with financial support, market access, and skill
development to promote entrepreneurship and enhance their livelihoods.

We will build strong export networks and global partnerships to boost seafood and
marine-based product exports.
