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PREFACE

All India Institute of Ayurveda (AITA), New Delhi, set up as an apex institute under the
Ministry of AYUSH, is pleased to present its Annual Report 2018-19, with adoption of New
accomplishments; through which it continues to move forward on the journey focussed on
creating value based system for all its stakeholders - scholars, staff, faculty, patients and the
science & society at large.

The Institute initially set-up as an Autonomous registered body of Ministry of AYUSH
(Registration No. S-E/93/Distt. South-EAST/2013) fully funded by the Central Government with
the objective of raising it to the status of National Importance in next 10 years. All India Institute
of Ayurveda, New Delhi, strives hard to improve health status and expand preventive,
promotive, curative, palliative and rehabilitative services to large sectors of the society. The
clinical services for out patients were initiated in 2014 whereas the academic session commenced
from 2016. The institute was formally inaugurated and dedicated for service to nation by
Hon’ble Prime Minister of India, Shri Narendra Modi on 17 October, 2017. Foundation stone
for Phase II construction of AIIA was laid by Shri Sripad Yesso Naik, Minister of State
(Independent Charge), Ministry of AYUSH. It is planned to have more patient oriented services
and residential quarters in a total floor built up area of 68741 sq m and project cost of approx.
Rs.184.96 Cr.

Emerging global demand towards Ayurveda has given a lot of thrust to have a centre of
excellence of Ayurveda like AIIA, that cater not only to post graduate training, R&D and
research in different disciplines of Ayurveda but also serve the purpose of imparting tertiary
health care and interdisciplinary training. AIIA provides state-of-the art holistic Ayurvedic
treatment facilities where community at a large, visiting diplomats, delegates and other interested
foreign visitors can avail comprehensive services based on classical Ayurveda therapies
supported with modern diagnostic tools and technology. During last couple of years, AIIA
hospital is being established as a tertiary care center for Ayurveda treatment with its unique
approach in delivering health care services through 22 specialized units focusing on strength
areas of Ayurveda medicine viz. specialized units for Diabetes & Metabolic Clinic,
Musculoskeletal disorders, Skin & Allergy clinic, Mother & Child clinic, parasurgical

procedures like Ksharasutra Clinic etc. AIIA also conducts Center for Integrative Oncology,



Integrative AYUSH clinic with colocation of medical emergency services. IPD admission
capacity was enhanced during the present year with creation of specialized wards. Patient
Education Cell is initiated in the year 2018 for creating awareness about lifestyle, diet, do’s &
don’t’s for prevention of diseases and promotion of health through principles of Ayurveda.
Separate diet & lifestyle clinic, Yoga & Meditation cell and also Specialized Panchakarma units
are established for the purpose of comprehensive management. AIIA hospital also conducts
patient out reach activities like medical camps, health camps, Yoga camps etc as a part of
imparting community services. All the hospital services of AIIA are NABH accredited and
successfully conducted 2" surveillance visit indicating highest standards of imparting quality
health care. The number of beneficiaries is escalating wherein approx. 286250 patients availed
the OPD services in the year 2018-19 and more than 90 % bed occupancy.

As a part of academic activity and human resource development, AIIA is imparting Post
graduation education to 159 scholars across 11 specialities of Ayurevda along with short term
skill development courses for Panchakarma Technicians and Hospital Management. Division of
Translational Research is a unique feature of AIIA wherein various faculty development
programmes, collaborative high impact extra and intramural research projects, Public Health
Initiative (PHI) projects have been conceived. These projects are vetted through Institutional
Review Board (IRB) and Instituional Ethics Committee (IEC). As an outcome, around 90
scientific papers have been published in various reputed National & International Journals by the
faculty & scholars. Apart from that, AIIA has expanded its linkages with 8 International and
National Institutes and organizations of Academic & Research importance for fostering the
interdisciplinary research, capacity building, documentation, validation and propogation of
Ayurevda. AIIA has been designated as National Pharmacovigilance Resource Center for ASU
drugs by Ministry of AYUSH for inculcating the culture of Adverse Drug Reaction (ADR)
reporting. AIIA is also designated as Centre of Excellence in AYUSH Skill Development
Courses, Nodal Center for Smart India Hackathon (SIH) for Ministry of AYUSH and Nodal
Center for Conducting All India AYUSH Post Graduate Entrance Test (AIAPGET).

Clinical services, Interdisciplinary research activities and human resource development
training programs of the institute are helping in capacity building and addressing unmet needs of

Ayurveda sector to accomplish following vision, mission and objectives.



Vision: “To be an Outstanding Center of Excellence for Ayurveda Tertiary Health Care and set

highest standards of Education, Research and Patient Care through Ayurveda for the

benefit of humanity”

Mission: Our mission is to be a role model by setting up benchmarks for Postgraduate and Post-

Doctoral Education in Ayurveda, bringing Ayurveda Health care of highest standards
within the reach of every individual at National and International Level and to undertake
interdisciplinary research focused on validation of Ancient Wisdom of Ayurveda using

modern tools and technology.

Objectives:

To provide postgraduate/doctoral and post-doctoral teaching, research facilities and
quality patient care services under the Ayurveda system of medicine.

To act as a referral hospital and a “Centre of Excellence” to set highest standards of
education, research, patient care and also function as a model center for international
collaboration.

To act as a model institution to show the strength, efficacy and popularity of Ayurveda.
The institute will be used for promoting Ayurveda in India and abroad.

To provide the services in specialties of Ayurveda.

To give highest priority to explore and explain the scientific basis of various aspects of
Ayurveda through collaborative, inter-disciplinary research.

To develop model teaching tools, demonstration modules of teaching in Postgraduate/
Doctoral and Post —doctoral Ayurveda Medical education in all branches so as to

demonstrate high standards of education for use in Ayurvedic institutions.

In pursuance of Vision, Mission, Objectives, AITA has undertaken initiatives in the following

areas during the year 2018-19:

A) Clinical services & Public Health Initiatives:

AlIA, the first Institute of Ayurveda under Public sector to become NABH accredited and
with the goal of establishing a State-of-art tertiary care hospital with facilities for clinical
research, various Ayurveda Specialized wings including Panchakarma, Yoga, Diet plan

etc. were developed supported with modern laboratory investigations.



Approximately 286250 patients in the OPD, with an average per day of 964 were
benefitted with holistic Ayurveda treatment in year 2018-19. The IPD bed occupancy rate
was 90% on an average during the year 2018-19.

AlIA is also providing OPD&IPD services in 22 specialized areas of Ayurevda along
with integration of other AYUSH healthcare services. Specialized Oncology screening
OPD has also been started in collaboration with NICPR

4 Screening OPDs were also started in the year 2018-19

AIIA provides public health outreach programmes through health camps, patient
awareness lectures etc. During year 2018-19, 11 (Eleven) such outreach programmes
were conducted by AIIA on thrust areas.

Various days like International Yoga Day, Cancer Day, Diabetes Day, Asthama Day,
Nutrition week, SwachchhataPakhwada etc. were celebrated with great zeal. Free medical

camps, awareness lectures etc. were organized to mark the celebration of these days.

B) Academic activities and Skill Development Programmes:

Higher education is the foundation of a productive career and fulfilling life. Its purpose is
to help students discover their strengths, build skills that enable them to achieve their
goals, and foster relationships with peers and faculty that will continue to support them
over the years. At AIIA, we are passionate about building a high-quality institution that
enables students to embark on a journey of transformation. Our rigorous pedagogy,
committed faculty body and stellar academic advisory board ensure that our curriculum,
teaching methods and learning outcomes are consistently being benchmarked against
leading institutions.
At present MD/MS courses in 11 specialties are being offered with intake capacity of 84
seats per year. These courses are affiliated to Delhi University. During the year 2018-19,
159 post graduate scholars are continuing their post graduate courses.
AITIA also conducts short term skill development Certificate courses viz.

» Panchakarma Technician Course. Two batches of Panchakarma

Technician Course completed with 100% placement and third batch is

ongoing training.



» Certificate course in Hospital Management. Institute had launched the 6
months Certificate Course in Hospital management from mid-January
2018 onwards. The first batch has finished the training and the second
batch is undertaking the training.

e For streamlining the admission process in Postgraduate courses (MD/MS) in
AYUSH systems, AIIA was mandated by Ministry of AYUSH to conduct and
supervise ‘All India AYUSH Post Graduate Entrance Test (AIAPGET)’ - the first
centralized National level Online entrance examination for qualifying PG
Entrance in all AYUSH courses. AIIA successfully conducted AIAPGET Exam
which was attended by approx. 23334 students at around 106 centres in 26 cities
across the nation.

e AIIA also coordinated HACKATHON activity as entrusted by Ministry of
AYUSH.

e AIIA also has an established language lab, National Pharmacovigilance
Coordination Centre for ASU&H drugs having 5 intermediary and 42 peripheral
centres.

e Around 15 National & International Seminars, Workshops, conferences, CMEs

were conducted by AIIA in the year 2018-19

C) Division of Translational Research:

o Institutional Review Board (IRB) and Instituional Ethics Committee (IEC) have been
constituted and guidelines have been framed in accordance to standard research
guidelines.

e In the year 2018-19, 159 Thesis Dissertation were undertaken and are in process. Also
various Departmental, EMR and IMR projects like ‘Validation of Prakriti Assessment
Scale/Questionnaire’, Hackathon projects viz. Games for propagating AYUSH systems
of Medicine, Online portal for submission and real time tracking of grant applications

etc. were also undertaken.



D) Publications:

AIIA published a quarterly journal ‘AyuCare - Journal of Aurveda case Report’ for
reporting unique clinical cases managed through Ayurevda.Around 90 publications by
faculty and scholars were done in various peer-reviewed / indexed / scientific journals.
The faculty of AIIA also published IEC materials. The following IEC material and

E) Collaboration initiatives (MoUs):

An MoU was signed between
AIIA&CSIR- Institute of Genomics & Integrative Biology (CSIR-IGIB), New Delhi on
Collaboration Research under the Center of Excellence scheme of the Ministry of
AYUSH. MoU signed between AIIA&IIT Delhi on Collaboration in the field of
Research & Development and Academic in Ayurveda. MoU signed between AIIA&
Spaulding Rehabilitation Hospital, USA, Boston on the establishment of an Academic
Collaboration in Ayurveda. MoU signed between AIIA, New Delhi and The Medical
University of Graz, Graz, Austria on Cooperation and Collaboration in the field of
Ayurveda.
F) Medical Tourism:

A new initiative of the Institute is initiating the Medical Tourism; under which various
foreign delegates visit AITA and exchange of knowledge is made on the platform of AIIA
G) International Cell:

AIIA has established an International Cell with an objective to globalize Ayurveda

among international fraternity. Under this cell, training modules are being developed for foreign

students as well as training of various International delegations in different specialities of

Ayurveda.

H) Infrastructure Development:

e Construction work for AIIA, SaritaVihar New Delhi is in full swing which includes
facilities viz. an auditorium with state of the art facilities having 500 seating capacity,
AYUSH Sports Complex, Pharmacy Unit, Central Library, Panchakarma Wing,
International Guest House, Residential Complex, Boy’s and girl’s hostel etc.

e Minister of state (I/C) for AYUSH Shri ShripadNaik laid the foundation stone for All
India Institute of Ayurveda at Dhargal, Goa. The institute is the extension of All India
Institute of Ayurveda, New Delhi. It is proposed to cater 500 students offering
undergraduate, postgraduate and Ph.D. degrees. It will also have a 100 bed IPD facility.
The cost of the project is Rs 301 crores. The Institute will be managed with the trained

and qualified doctors and staff.

Stone Laying ceremony of Phase IT AIIA, Sarita Vihar
26" September, 2018

Minister of State for AYUSH Shri Shripad Naik laid the foundation stone of second phase of
All India Institute of Ayurveda (AIIA) on 26" September, 2018. Amongst other dignitaries, were
Vaidya Rajesh Kotecha, Secretary, Ministry of AYUSH, Sh.

He discussed about researches in Ayurveda biology, Projects supported by Ayurveda
Biology Programmes and the need of hour is to expose Ayrvedic physician to modern scientific areas
with an holistic approach.

Plenary session — 5 was themed on Work Culture and Excellence in Healthcare. It was
chaired by Padmabhushan Vaidya Devendra Triguna and co-chaired by Dr. V Banumathy.

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Clinical Pathology Laboratory

All India Institute of Ayurveda has a state of art research and patient care laboratory, which is
rapidly growing and adding new technological advancements for patient care and Research. The
Clinical Pathology laboratory is situated on the first floor of the hospital and comprises an area of
about 800 meter square. Having four rooms dedicated to Clinical Pathology, Hematology,
Biochemistry and Microbiology and the man power of six laboratory technicians and five lab
attendants the lab is adding new equipment to each section. The lab is dedicated to patient care and
follows the highest standard norms to their service. Quality Control is an important aspect of its
functioning.

Nominal rates are charged to the patients facilitating the highest point of tests. The facilities
of the laboratories have been made free to the sectors of the society which are below the poverty line.
To facilitate the patient care, All India Institute of Ayurveda has entered a Memorandum of
Association with a NABL accredited Laboratory which collects the samples for tests not being done
in the institute. The laboratory has the expertise of a Consultant Pathologist, Consultant Biochemist
and Consultant Microbiologist who provide their expertise to the laboratory and Research work of the
scholars. The laboratory presently provides investigations in the sections of hematology,
Biochemistry, ELISA tests, Serology, Immunoassay, Clinical Pathology. The microbiology and
Histopathology laboratory will also become functional in the near future.

For facilitation of the patients and single prick policy of AIIA an agreement has been done
with NABL accredited laboratory for performing those investigations which are required for the
patient but are not within the scope of tests of CPL.

The posting and training of students of Department of Roga Nidan Evum Vikriti Vigyan is
also done in the Clinical Pathology Laboratory of AIIA. The research work of the post graduate

scholars is also facilitated in the Clinical Pathology laboratory of All India Institute of Ayurveda.

During the Year 2018-19, total 69807 Hematological, Biochemistry, Clinical path,
Serological, Immuno and Elisa tests were performed in the Clinical Pathology Laboratory.

AIIA has initiated Panchakarma Technician Course for generating skilled manpower in the

field of Panchakarma. AIIA has also inititated a six months’ Certificate Course in Hospital
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Management (CCHM) in April 2018. This course has been designed for scholars pursuing Post
graduation courses at All India Institute of Ayurveda. All the aspiring Registrars and Heads of Several
Departments of Big and small Hospitals can be benefitted from the course learnings. The course and
its contents are planned in such a way that it can help aspirant Clinicians also to know the basic
intricacies of management and administrative issues for starting a clinic or a hospital.

This course is first of its kind and AIIA is a pioneer institute to start such a course in Hospital
management wherein integrated inputs about Ayurveda and Allopathic hospitals will help the student
to gain strong conceptual and technical knowledge in various management concepts and improve his
analytical capability to prepare him for the administrative functions.

The primary objective of this “Certificate Course in Hospital Management” is to train medical
and para-medical graduates to undertake a wider range of administrative and managerial
responsibilities within hospital organizations.

AYUSH Post Graduate Entrance Test 2017 (AIAPGET 2018)

The All India AYUSH Post Graduate Entrance Test 2017 (AIAPGET 2018) was conducted
by All India Institute of Ayurveda (AIIA), New Delhi on behalf of Ministry of AYUSH, Government
of India. AIAPGET 2018 was a single window entrance examination for admission to AYUSH MD /
MS courses for all AYUSH Colleges / Institutions / University / Deemed University. The examination
was held at 106 test centers in about 26 cities on 24™ June 2018 (Sunday). The examination comprised
of 100 Multiple Choice Questions (MCQ) from the respective stream (BAMS / BUMS / BSMS /

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Development of Pharmacognosy Lab: Development of Laboratory, Department of Dravyaguna,
AlIA.

In the series of developing Dravyaguna Laboratory of AIIA, in accordance with the norms of
an adequate laboratory suitable for various scientific procedures like microscopic-macroscopic study
of fresh plants and crude drugs, phytochemical studies, constituent study, plant identification,
adulteration studies etc., the lab has been made sophisticated with number of chemicals like Safranine
stain, Glycerine, lodine, HCI, H,SO, etc. A number of laboratory instruments and glasswares have
also been brought in to carry out constituent studies and identification studies. A field press for safe
and proper preservation of collected plant samples is available in laboratory. A soxhlet apparatus has
also been established in the laboratory for Hot Extraction.

Quality control lab of AIIA is providing analytical services for various thesis drugs of pot
graduate scholars of the Institute. The Lab has also organized a training workshop on HPTLC for the
post graduate scholars of Dravuaguna and Rasashastra Department. The objective of the workshop
was to sensitize the scholars and make them able to understand the utility and operate the
sophisticated instruments.

List of sophisticated instruments: The lab is already equipped with TLC kit, HPTLC System, HPLC
system and AAS. Micropipette and Antioxidant Analyzer was the latest addition to the QC lab.

2. Workshop on Research Methodology & Scientific Writing - 7 - 8" May, 2018

Research comprises creative and systematic work undertaken to increase the stock
of knowledge The purpose of research is to inform action. Research must always be of high quality in
order to produce knowledge that is applicable outside of the research setting. One problem that often
plagues progress is the slow translation of research into practice. Often, a disconnect exists between
those who conduct research and those who are positioned to implement the research

Thus, as researchers, it is imperative to take steps to overcome this barrier. Publishing the
study may be one initial step to make research known to the global community, for which knowledge
is require for meticulously planning the scientific writing.Other proactive measures can also be taken
to encourage the uptake of evidence-based interventions. Research draws its power from the fact that
it is empirical: rather than merely theorizing about what might be effective or what could work. With
this motto, a two days capacity building workshop focused on “Research methodology & Scientific
writing” was conducted on 7" and 8" May, 2018.

This workshop was organized keeping in view the dilemma that many students face to carry
out a research in a more systematic manner because of lack of understanding of fundamentals of
research. The workshop basically focused on helping participants to understand basics of research
methodology with special focus on writing a research proposal and scientific writing of articles, case
reports etc.

Amongst them, the foremost is
HPTLC analysis.

scholars in order to acquaint them with know-how’s of HPTLC analysis by organizing a “Hands —on
training program on Techniques of HPTLC Analysis” from 5" — 7" June, 2018. M/s ANCHROM Pht.
Ltd had provided the set up of HPTLC instrument for QC lab, AIIA. Mr. Shahrukh Bharucha, Sr. Lab
Manager, ANCHROM was the expert for the three days conference.
Day 01 was dedicated to familiarization & calibration of HPTLC. It started with a detailed description
on principles and methodology of HPTLC by a power point presentation made by Mr. Shahrukh
Bharucha. It was followed by calibration and IQ/OC (installation qualification and operational
qualification). Calibration certificate for the same was issued and has been documented for future
reference. Initially calibration was done using caffeine as a standard for 3 times. Second day was fully
utilized for providing hands-on training.

Ministry of AYUSH, New Delhi has approved implementing Central Sector Scheme of
Pharmacovigilance of ASU & H Drugs in December 2017 for inculcating the culture of ADR
reporting, documentation and analysis for further regulatory action and surveillance of misleading
advertisements of ASU & H drugs.

A three-tier network of National Pharmacovigilance Centre (NPvCC), Intermediary
Pharmacovigilance Centres (IPvCs) and Peripheral Pharmacovigilance Centres (PPvCs) has been
established. All India Institute of Ayurveda, New Delhi, has been designated as National
Pharmacovigilance Centre. In the initial phase of implementation, five National Institutes of
AYUSH are designated as the IPvCs and forty-two (42) institutions of AYUSH having clinical
facilities as PPvCs.

adjustment entry was not provided to audit.

C.6  In the Receipt & Payment account for the year 2018-19, an amount of 1,25.513/-has
been shown as Previous year adjustment ~opening balances. The details of this amount have

not been provided to audit therefore audit could not verify the authenticity of the figure.

C.7  In Schedule — 4 (Current assets, Loans & Advances), the advances amounting to
315.00.92.000/- and %6,47,60,000/- have been shown under separate heads ‘National Projects
Construction” and ‘National Power Project Corporation (NPCC)’, respectively. It should
either be grouped or specified clearly.

C.8  In Annual Accounts for the year 2017-18, Institute had given a note no. §(iii) of Notes
on Accounts, that there was a deviation of ¥27.10 crore and ¥1.66 crore in opening balances
of cash and cash equivalent and this difference of ¥28.76 crore had been disclosed in Schedule
— 1 as *Opening Balance Difference Adjusted’. Further, Institute had given the assurance and
in previous year’s report, it was commented upon that the amount should be appropriately
depicted in respective heads.

However, in Annual Accounts for the year 2018-19, Institute did not take any remedial action

and did not incorporate any rectifications.

D. Grant-in-aid

During the year 2018-19, the Institute received Grants-in-aid of ¥47.27 crore from Ministry of

AYUSH. The Institute had ¥24.43 crore as unspent balance of previous year and had its own

receipt 0fX7.97crore. The Institute had incurred an expenditure of ¥46.89crore during the year
2018-19, leaving an un-utilised balance of ¥32.78 crore as on 31 March 2019.

. Besides, Institute received grants for various projects/schemes amounting to ¥2.73 crore and

incurred expenditure amounting to ¥2.71 crore.

E. Management Letter

Deficiencies which have not been included in the Audit Report have been brought to the

notice of management of Institute through a management letter issued separately for

remedial/corrective action.
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B Income and Expenditure

B.1  In Income & Expenditure Account, Institute depicted an amount of ¥50.01 crore as
“Grant in Aid Received’. However. scrutiny of records revealed that this included grant of
215.50crore received for creation of capital assets and ¥2.73 crore received for project
(Pharmacovigilance) and other specific purposes. Hence, inclusion of grant amounting to
217.73 crore pertaining to Capital Assets and Earmarked/Endowment Funds, resulted into
overstatement of Income as well as overstatement of ‘Excess of Income over Expenditure” by
T17.73 crore.

Further, the Institute includes an amount of ¥65,71,407/- as expenditure which pertained to
Pharmacovigilance project. The expenditure incurred from the funds are for specific purpose
and are required to be disclosed under Schedule — 3 (Earmarked/Endowment Funds). This
resulted in  overstatement of Expenditure and understatement of  Liabilities
(Earmarked/Endowment Funds) by ¥0.66 crore.

Hence. due to this, the Income & Expenditure Account of Institute changed to *Deficit’ of
2,11 crore from *Surplus’ of T14.96 crore as depicted in the annual accounts for the year
2018-19.

C. General

C.1  The Institute disclosed advances of T1.74 crore and ¥24.43 crore under the heads
“National Campaign AIIA Sarita Vihar’ and ‘AIIA Contingent Advance’ respectively in the
*Schedule 4 B- Loan & Advances’ in the Annual Accounts. The details of advances were not
provided to audit by the Institute, therefore, authenticity of advances could not be verified by
audit. The same audit comment although featured in previous year’s report. Institute had not

taken any remedial action.

C.2  No provision had been made by the Institute for retirement benefits towards Gratuity,
Pension and Leave encashment of employees on actuarial basis as required under Accounting

Standard-15 of [CAL

C.3  Assets register was not maintained properly and the figures of capital assets received

from M/s HSCC are yet to be entered in the Asset Register.

CA4  As per “Schedule 11 — Significant Accounting Policies’, the annual accounts of the
[nstitute were prepared on the basis of historical cost convention and on cash basis, which was

in contravention of the uniform format of accounts.
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A Balance Sheet

A.l  Liabilities

A.l.l1 Earmarked/Endowment Funds (Schedule-1A) - ¥13.24 crore

A.LL1 Institute received ¥1.09 crore for Pharmacovigilance Project, T1.64 crore as grant for
other specific projects and earned interest of ¥0.01 crore. Further, Institute incurred
expenditure of ¥2.71 crore (X1.99 crore on Pharmacovigilance Project and 0.72 crore on
other specific projects). _

As the funds received from Ministry of AYUSH (Ministry) are for specific purpose and as per
Uniform Format of Accounts, the funds received as grants or assistance, or retained by the
entity to be utilized for specific or earmarked purposes are required to be disclosed under
Schedule — 3 (Earmarked/Endowment Funds).

However, Institute did not passed these entries through Schedule — 3 (Earmarked/Endowment
Funds). resulting into understatement of Liability and overstatement of Expenditure by 0.03
crore.

A.1.2 Current Liahilities and Provisions (Schedule- 2) - 1,43 erore

A.1.2.1 Institute had earned interest of 1.20 crore during the year 2018-19, on the grant
funds received from the Ministry and shown the same as income instead of liability in the
accounts. The interest earned by the Institute was refunded to the ministry during the year
2019-20. This has resulted into the understatement of Liabilitics and overstatement of Income

by ¥1.20 crore.

A.2  Assets

A.2.1 Fixed Assets (Schedule-3) - ¥134.03 crore

A.2.1.1 In pursuance to the previous year audit observation, Institute has made adjustments in
annual accounts under Fixed Assets. Assets worth ¥124.59 crore has been included in the
current year which had to be included in the year 2017-18. Institute has taken these assets in
the accounts in March 2019 and provided the depreciation of ¥6.81 crore for halfl year. As
these assets were taken over by the Institute in 2017-18, therefore full year depreciation
should have been provided. This resulted into the overstatement of Fixed Assets and
understatement of Expenditure by 36.81 crore.

A.2.1.2 [nstitute had purchased equipment and furniture items worth 0.18 crore during
2018-19. However, these items were not included in the Schedule-3 Fixed Assets of the
Balance Sheet. This has resulted in understatement of Fixed Assets and overstatement of

expenditure by ¥0.18 crore.
