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News from IETE Headquarters

IETE celebrated the 72nd Foundation Day with great enthusiasm 
on 3rd Nov 2025 at IETE HQ. Stimulating discussions on the theme, 
titled “Indigenization of Hi-Tech & Critical Technologies” at 
New Delhi HQs, took place. The Chief Guest, Mrs. Rekha Gupta, 
the Hon’ble Chief Minister of Delhi, conveyed her best wishes 
for the success of the celebrations; however, she was regrettably 
unable to attend due to unforeseen official commitments. The 
dignitaries sitting on the dais were: Dr V Narayanan, Chairman, 
Space Commission and Secretary, Department of Space, 
Government of India,as the chief guest; Prof Shiban K Koul, 
former Professor Emeritus, IIT Delhi & Editor-in-Chief, IETE 
Journal of Research as the guest of honour; Shri Sunil, President, 
IETE, President BES, & Former Additional Director General (R), 
Prasar Bharati; Dr M M Tripathi, Director General, National 
Institute of Electronics and Information Technology (NIELIT), 
MeitY, Government of India; Shri Arvind Kumar, Director 
General, Software Technology Parks of India (STPI), MeitY, 
Government of India. The hybrid format of the event allowed for 
widespread participation from members, professionals, students, 
and business executives both domestically and internationally. The 
deliberations were marked by thought-provoking and insightful 
addresses from the distinguished speakers, each offering a unique 
perspective on India’s technological journey and the way forward.

The proceedings commenced with a welcome address by Dr 
Shiv Kumar, Chairman, Technical Programs & Outreach 
Committee. He introduced and welcomed the Hon’ble Guest, 
Dr V Narayanan, Chairman, Space Commission and Secretary, 
Department of Space, Government of India, as well as other 
eminent luminaries on the dais. He said that was chosen to 
underscore India’s strategic imperative to achieve self-reliance 
in the development and deployment of advanced technologies 
across key sectors such as space, defense, communications, and 
digital infrastructure. Dr Shiv Kumar delineated the multifaceted 
role of the institution in advancing higher education and fostering 
innovation, in accordance with the national goal of Viksit Bharat. 
The chosen theme today, he said, is a strategic imperative 
for the nation. Government programs such as the National 
Semiconductor Mission, National Quantum Computing Mission, 
Production-Linked Incentives, and National AI Mission align 
with this concept. He stated that under the energetic leadership 
of Shri Sunil, the Institution will formulate a roadmap to surpass 
members’ expectations. 

In honoring the foresight of the pioneers who convened on this 
day in 1953 to found the nation’s foremost professional society, 
Shri Arvind Kumar, DG, STPI, emphasized the technology-
driven nature of the contemporary world. One might ponder the 
condition of the world had the Internet never been conceived, or 
if mobile phones had not been introduced. The present extensive 
implementation of digital infrastructure tools such as UPI is 
fostering inclusive development. In a comparable manner, AI has 
emerged as an essential instrument in contemporary development, 
significantly reducing the duration of the development cycle and 
resulting in an extraordinary enhancement of efficiency and 
productivity. Given the government’s proactive engagement in 
these initiatives, the objective of indigenizing critical technologies 
is undoubtedly attainable. Nonetheless, he underscored a 
conundrum, specifically advocating for the industry to transition 
to Tier-II cities: This raises the inquiry: ‘Where can one find 
the skilled talent in Tier-II cities?’ As the government allocates 
substantial resources to the Startup AI ecosystems, it is only a 
matter of time before these enterprises emerge in Tier-II cities, 
positioning India as a pivotal player in addressing AI-related 
challenges on a global scale. 

In his address, Dr M M Tripathi, DG, NIELIT, cautioned that 
the global economy has experienced growth of over 35% in the 
past decade. India’s 9.7% contribution to the global GDP warrants 
a deeper look. The appropriate course of action is to provide a 
stimulus to the manufacturing sector. Although initiatives such 
as PLI contribute significantly, the adoption of AI represents the 
true game-changer. With the government allocating substantial 
investments to this sector—establishing 500 AI data laboratories 
nationwide and providing numerous companies with GPU 
support to develop AI models as part of the IndiaAI Mission. His 
organization, NIELIT, trains millions of individuals annually to 
enhance their skills. They actively participate in both formal and 
non-formal educational activities within the IECT sector. They 
consistently develop industry-relevant, high-quality educational 
and training programs in advanced fields such as Artificial 
Intelligence (AI), Cyber Security and Forensics, Blockchain, 
Internet of Things (IoT), Cloud Computing, Electronics System 
Design and Manufacturing (ESDM), and various other emerging 
technology sectors including semiconductor chip design. The 
India Semiconductor Mission has been launched with an allocation 
of `76,000 crore, leading to the establishment of numerous 
fabrication and design facilities. The Vikram 32-bit processor is 
India’s inaugural entirely indigenous semiconductor chip, unveiled 
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at Semicon India 2025. NIELIT and IIT Ropar have partnered 
to conduct a six-month industrial training program in Artificial 
Intelligence and Machine Learning (AIML), encompassing 
project work assessed by faculty from IIT Ropar. AI-driven virtual 
platform launched on 2nd October 2025 will offer comprehensive 
hands-on training to individuals across villages, towns, and cities, 
fostering genuinely inclusive development.

Prof Shiban K Koul, previously serving as Professor Emeritus 
at IIT Delhi and as the Editor-in-Chief of the IETE Journal of 
Research, indicated that he is now taking on the role of Advisor to 
the IETE Journal of Research following the transition to a new team 
of Editor-in-Chief and Deputy Editors-in-Chief. As the executor of 
38 significant sponsored projects and the author of 630 scholarly 
papers, he emphasized the indigenization of essential technology 
pertaining to “Phased Array Radars.” This advancement led to the 
development of systems with Fire-and-forget capabilities, which 
have demonstrated their effectiveness as force-multipliers for 
India’s defense forces. This outcome stemmed from pioneering 
research conducted at R&D laboratories, overseen by Dr APJ 
Abdul Kalam, who possessed the foresight to devise a systematic 
approach for the project, delineating it into strategy 1, strategy 
2, strategy 3, and so forth. He said that for projects of such 
significance, it is imperative that we maintain a constant oversight 
of their advancement to ensure timely outcomes. Currently, India 
has achieved self-sufficiency in this essential technology, leading 
to a remarkable saving of approximately Rs 30,000 crore for the 
government. Today, the Government has allocated substantial 
funds for research and development; however, we face a significant 
challenge: determining the most effective methods for imparting 
the principles of innovation. Altering curricula presents significant 
challenges; however, a fundamental shift in mindsets and attitudes 
is essential to achieve new milestones. He underscored the 
importance of collaboration, drawing attention to the recent MoUs 
established with IEEE, an organization that publishes over 250 
transactions, journals, and magazines each year. The advantages 
encompass the co-publication of articles, participation in IEEE 
conferences at discounted rates, as well as the chance to engage 
with intellectually stimulating individuals, fostering the genesis 
of innovative ideas. In conclusion, he emphasized the necessity 
of transcending the ‘I’ and ‘We’ mentality; it is imperative that we 
adopt a ‘Nation First’ perspective!

Outlining the institution’s commitment to the advancement 
of ICT, the President of IETE, Shri Sunil, reaffirmed the 
organization’s dedication to progressing in alignment with 
national priorities, including Digital India, Start-up India, Skill 
India, and Sustainability. Implementing AI and ML technologies 
will facilitate the achievement of objectives related to energy 
conservation, energy efficiency, cybersecurity, and the reduction 
of carbon footprint. By focusing our efforts on innovation, India 
will be able to fulfill the needs of the entire globe. He specifically 

referenced D2M technology — an innovative and disruptive 
technology developed by IIT Kanpur and supported by Prasar 
Bharati and the Department of Telecommunications. It will be a 
transformative development in the field of education, as students 
residing in remote areas will be able to access course teachings 
without the need for SIM cards, Wi-Fi, mobile data networks, 
or Internet connectivity, thereby facilitating live TV broadcasts. 
Field evaluations are presently underway in Delhi and Bangalore. 
India, with 80 crore smartphones and 25 crore feature phones, 
presents a significant opportunity for content creation and data 
consumption. He stated that the $1000 iPhones produced by 
Apple in India have a value addition of merely 10%, which must 
be addressed to foster the adoption of indigenous technology.

In addition to signing Memoranda of Understanding with South 
Asian University, the National Forensic Sciences University, and 
the Indian Society for Technical Education, we also established 
MoUs with AI-4-India to facilitate access for all our members to 
the latest information on artificial intelligence. We have recently 
partnered with Amity University to establish a Centre in Greater 
Noida.

Dr V Narayanan, Chairman of the Space Commission and 
Secretary of the Department of Space, Government of India, 
commended Prof. Shiban K Koul for his visionary approach 
that transcends conventional limits. He emphasized that 
ISRO deployed its largest-ever rocket, LVM-3, to launch the 
communication satellite CMS-03 into space on the evening of 
Sunday, Nov 2nd, coinciding with IETE’s 72nd Foundation Day. 
This marks the inaugural launch of CMS-03 by ISRO, a multiband 
communication satellite with a mass of 4,410 kg, destined for 
placement in the geosynchronous transfer orbit (GTO) from 
Indian territory. Previously, the deployment of more substantial 
satellites necessitated the engagement of private space agencies 
from foreign nations. This marks a significant advancement in the 
evolving capabilities of the LVM3 rocket, a modified variant of 
which will be employed in the Gaganyaan mission to facilitate 
human spaceflight. It also underscores the indigenization of 
essential technologies, a central theme of the discussions at hand.

Engineered predominantly for the Indian Navy, this system 
operates within the UHF, S-band, C-band, and Ku-band frequency 
ranges, facilitating a remarkable array of 50 applications through 
1346 transponders. The applications for civilian use encompass 
Disaster Management and Remote Area Connectivity. The 
latter is achievable owing to enhanced bandwidth capacity, 
which facilitates improved digital access to remote areas and 
regions.When ISRO was established in 1969, we initially found 
ourselves two decades behind our counterparts. However, we 
have now reached an equivalent standing, even advancing in the 
development of essential cryogenic technology that was previously 
withheld from us. India stands among the select group of six 
nations possessing this essential technology. Observing that India 
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has the capacity to conduct space missions at merely 10% of the 
associated costs, the United States engaged in collaboration with 
India to create a NASA-ISRO satellite, which was successfully 
launched from the Satish Dhawan Space Centre in July of this 
year. He eloquently described the successful dock-in on Jan 16, 
2025, demonstrating docking, undocking, and power transmission 
between satellites. Subsequent docking trials were undertaken on 
April 20, 2025. Future aspirations including orbital servicing, 
satellite refueling, and for establishing an Indian space station 
require this technology.

ISRO partnered with SCL, Chandigarh to develop The 
Vikram-3201, a 32-bit microprocessor designed for space 
applications, recognized as India’s first fully indigenous 
microprocessor of its kind. The design is robust enough to endure 
extreme conditions associated with launch vehicles and space 
environments. It incorporates advanced functionalities such as 
floating-point calculations and has been successfully validated 
during the PSLV-C60 mission. The utilization of a 180nm 
CMOS fabrication facility marks a considerable advancement 
in achieving semiconductor self-sufficiency as part of the India 
Semiconductor Mission.

The speaker conveyed his pleasure in announcing that India 
successfully accomplished its Mars Orbiter Mission (MOM) on 
its first attempt in 2014. This accomplishment positioned India as 

the first Asian nation to achieve Martian orbit and the first country 
globally to succeed in its inaugural interplanetary mission.

The speaker, Dr V Narayanan disclosed that ISRO is engaged in 
multiple projects concurrently, supported by its 20,000 employees 
and their families who are fully committed to the mission. We 
are currently in the process of developing a 50-ton space station, 
scheduled for completion by the year 2035, referred to as 
“Bharatiya Antriksh Station.”

The primary highlight of the program was a 10-minute presentation 
by Dr V Narayanan, Chairman of the Space Commission and 
Secretary of the Department of Space, Government of India, 
showcasing the accomplishments of ISRO. 

The IETE Best Centre- Sub-Centre Awards too will be conferred 
to the winners. The Institution honoured several esteemed senior 
Fellows, including Dr PC Jain, Shri OP Arora, Shri RK Singh, 
Lt Col B S Gadhoke, Col M K Das and Dr Mangla Mani. Dr 
Mangla from Hyderabad shared her remarkable narrative of an 
extended sojourn in Antarctica. 

The program concluded with a vote of thanks delivered by 
Dr Manju Mam, Secretary General, who articulated her 
appreciation to the VIPs, GC members, senior members, staff, 
and all stakeholders for their contributions in ensuring the event’s 
resounding success.

68th Annual IETE Convention (AIC) – 2025

The 68thAnnual IETE Convention (AIC) - 2025 on the 
theme Innovative Digital Technologies and Applications for 
Sustainable Society Development (IDTASSD-2025) was held 
on 27th - 28th Sep 2025 at the ISTC Auditorium, CSIR-CSIO, 
Chandigarh. The convention commenced with the traditional 
Saraswati Vandana and the lighting of the ceremonial lamp, 
setting an auspicious tone for the two-day event. Dr Umesh 
Kumar Tiwari, chairman Chandigarh Centre welcomed the 
chief guest, Dr Ajay Kumar, chairman, UPSC, and extended 
warm greetings to Shri Sunil, President, IETE; Prof Shantanu 
Bhattacharya, guest of honour and director, CSIR-CSIO; Dr 
Shiv Kumar, chairman, TPOC; GC members; IETE Awardees; 
and all dignitaries and participants.

Dr Shiv Kumar, chairman of the Technical Programmes 
Outreach Committee, provided a comprehensive overview of the 
programme, which was subsequently followed by the presentation 
of awards and recognitions. Dr V Narayanan, chairman of 

ISRO and recipient of the Honorary Fellowship for the 2024–
2025 term, was unable to attend. However, it was informed that 
he would be conferred this Fellowship at a suitable time and 
location of his choosing. The Lifetime Achievement Award for 
2025 was conferred upon Professor M Jagadesh Kumar, the 
former chairman of the UGC, alongside Mrs Smriti Dagur, Past 
President IETE and DFIETE. The Distinguished Fellow Awards 
for the years 2024–2025 were conferred upon Prof Ratnadeep 
Deshmukh, Director at the International Centre of Excellence 
in Management & Engineering in Waluj, Chh. Sambhajinagar 
and Prof K Jayasankar, Prof & Dean R&D, Methodist College 
of Engineering and Technology in Hyderabad. A number of 
distinguished individuals were honoured, among them Prof 
Arun Kumar and Prof Ranjan K Mallik, who serve as Deputy 
Editors-in-Chief of the IETE Journal of Research; and Prof (Col) 
SL Kapoor (Retd), recognized for his enduring contributions as a 
member of the Governing Council. Prof SK Koul, the EIC of the 
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IETE Journal of Research; additionally, the awards for the Best 
Centre and Sub-Centre were conferred during the event. This year, 
the award for the best Centre was awarded to IETE Pune Centre, 
while IETE Chennai Centre received the second-best Centre 
award. The IETE Nashik Sub-Centre secured the 1st prize for 
Best Sub-Centre, while the 2nd prize was awarded to the IETE 
Mhow Sub-Centre.

Dr Ajay Kumar, the chief guest officially inaugurated AIC-2025 
and released the Convention Souvenir. Additionally, the IETE 
President was re-installed for the 2025-26 term. In his address, Shri 
Sunil, President of IETE, shared his thoughts on the convention’s 
theme, ‘Innovative Digital Technologies and Applications 
for Sustainable Society Development (IDTASSD-2025)’ and 
expressed his appreciation for the efforts of the organizing 
team, speakers, and participants. Prof Shantanu Bhattacharya, 
guest of honour, delivered an insightful talk on CSIR-CSIO’s 
contributions to sustainable technologies, while Dr Ajay Kumar, 
chief guest, emphasized the importance of digital innovation 
in building a sustainable future. He highlighted that innovative 
digital technologies such as AI, IoT, big data, cloud computing, 
and block-chain are crucial for sustainable development, as 
they enhance efficiency in sectors like agriculture, energy, and 
waste management. These technologies facilitate environmental 
monitoring, optimize resource utilization, and enable the 
development of smart cities, while also fostering transparency, 
ethical practices, and global partnerships to achieve the United 
Nations Sustainable Development Goals (UN SDGs). The 
inaugural session concluded with a vote of thanks delivered by Dr 
Manju Mam, Secretary-General, IETE, followed by the National 
Anthem.

The technical proceedings began with the 48th Ram Lal Wadhwa 
Award Lecture, delivered by Prof Ram Bilas Pachori from 
IIT Indore. He received this award for his contributions to the 
advancement of signal and image decomposition methods, time-
frequency analysis techniques, signal analysis features, and 
machine learning approaches for biomedical image analysis and 
the categorization of diverse non-stationary signals and images. In 
his talk, he stressed the use of EEG data to diagnose neurological 
problems. He said doctors and neurologists diagnose cerebral 
illnesses by visual inspection of EEG patterns, which is time-
consuming, especially for large EEG data, subjective, and requires 
specific training. Signal processing and machine learning can help 
develop intelligent systems for EEG-based brain disease detection. 
ML-driven intelligent systems can help neurologists diagnose 
brain disorders quickly and automatically. These intelligent 
technologies can also detect brain problems early, enabling 
timely treatment. Over the past two decades, adaptive signal 
decomposition methods for non-stationary signal processing have 
garnered attention in the literature. Empirical mode decomposition 
(EMD) adaptively represents multicomponent non-stationary 
signals as amplitude-frequency modulated components without 
basis functions. Inspired by the EMD approach, various adaptive 
signal decomposition methods have been developed to improve 
signal representation, including empirical wavelet transform 
(EWT) and iterative filtering. Multivariate EWT and multivariate 
iterative filtering are enhanced adaptations of EWT and iterative 
filtering for multi-channel data analysis. The proposed automated 
frameworks utilizing multivariate EWT, multivariate iterative 
filtering, and machine learning for the diagnosis of brain disorders 
(epilepsy and schizophrenia) from multichannel EEG were 
discussed. Multichannel EEG results for automated epilepsy and

schizophrenia diagnosis were compared to other literature-based 
approaches.

This was followed by the 57th Bhabha Memorial Lecture 
delivered by Prof Shyam Sundar Pattnaik, Vice-Chancellor 
of Odisha State Open University (Govt. of Odisha), Sambalpur, 
Vice-Chancellor (Additional Charge), D D University (Govt. of 
Odisha), Keonjhar, Former Director NITTTR, Chandigarh and 
Former Vice-Chancellor, Biju Patnaik University of Technology 
(BPUT), Govt. of Odisha, Rourkela. Delivering the talk on the 
topic “Key Digital Technologies Enabled Metaverse World and 
Sustainable Goals”, speaker mentioned that the quick and widely 
accepted development of digital technology has revolutionized 
how people live, especially Gen-Z worldwide. We should work 
harder to attain the 17 Sustainable Development Goals by 
accepting and actively participating in digital technology on a 
mental and emotional level. We should not expect the Tesla Pi-
Phone to replace smartphones. Instead, we should research the 
future possibilities of quantum dot holographic displays and direct 
satellite links of the projected Pi-Phone to establish one earth and 
one family, critical SDG issues. Gen Z and everyone else who lives 
more than ten years will have a metaverse office and home. Non-
fungible tokens, virtual reality, augmented reality, mixed reality, 
cryptocurrencies and block chains, web 3, 3D visual technologies, 
meta lenses, AI, and more are recent technological advancements. 
These technologies are transforming our workspace into an 
interconnected 3D virtual world that lets us stay mobile, maintain 
our digital identities, and interact with others in real time, making 
it easier to collaborate and interact as avatars. Applications like 
digital twins, which create digital copies of the workspace to work 
with, games that let us interact with characters more immersively, 
meeting and chatting that let us connect with people from 
anywhere and at any time, entertainment like virtual concerts and 
digital tourism, and equal opportunity business and work space 
for doing business, training, collaborating, selling, and buying 
goo are changing quickly. The digital expansion of tools is linked 
to meaningful contributions to the 17 Sustainable Development 
Goals. Good Health and Well-being Goal 3, Quality education set 
as Goal 4, Gender Equality Goal 5, Affordable Clean Energy Goal 
7, Decent Work and Economic Growth Goal 8, Industry, Innovation 

and Infrastructure Goal 9, Reduced Inequalities Goal 10, Climate 
Action Goal 13, Peace, Justice and Strong Institutions Goal 16 and 
Partnerships for the Goals Goal 17 can be very well impacted by 
these growing technologies. The other set of Goals are connected 
too. For a correlation matrix between rapidly developing digital 
technologies and 17 SDGs, the authors used a scoring system 
with 3 indicating “high,” 2 meaning “moderate,” and 1 meaning 
“poor.” They can discuss what can be done immediately with the 
resources available by putting up less support, what needs more 
support, and what needs a lot more support. A crucial part of 
“One Earth, One Family, and One Future,” the goal is to make it 
easier to construct an IDP (Institutional Development Plan) with a 
clear action plan, schedule, resource mobilization, and important 
components to build a sustainable, liveable society with a high 
happiness index, u sing a monitoring and intervention system.

Over the course of two days, the convention featured four technical 
sessions and eight invited talks delivered by eminent speakers 
from academia and industry. The invited speakers included Prof 
Bhaskar Kensari from IIT Delhi, Prof Rajesh Kumar from IIT 
Roorkee, Ms Deepa Bajpai, general manager at BEL Panchkula, 
Prof Naresh Kumar from UIET, Panjab University, Dr Radhika 
Trikha, CEO of iHub AWaDH, IIT Ropar, Shri Puneet Jindal, 
CEO of Labelerr AI, Dr Balwinder Singh from C-DAC Mohali, 
and Dr Padmavati from PEC Chandigarh.

The technical sessions were chaired by distinguished experts such 
as Prof RK Sinha from DTU Delhi, Prof Lalit Awasthi from 
SPU Mandi and NIT Hamirpur, Sh Narendra Nath from NCSC, 
PMO, and Dr SN Panda from Chitkara University. Each theme 
included oral presentations and poster presentations, all of which 
were evaluated by a panel of judges. In total, 93 technical papers 
were presented during the convention, showcasing innovative 
research and ideas aligned with the event’s central theme. About 
300 eminent guests and delegates from academia, research 
organizations, industry, and government attended that meeting. 
The event concluded with a Valedictory Session, reflecting on the 
key discussions and outcomes of the two days. Best Paper Awards 
were presented to selected participants by Shri Sunil, President, 
IETE, Dr Shiv Kumar and Prof Shyam Sundar Pattnaik & Dr SN 
Panda acknowledging excellence in research and presentation.

57th World Telecommunication and Information Society Day 
(WTISD) 2025, IETE HQ, New Delhi 

On May 17, 2025, the 57th World Telecommunications and 
Information Society Day (WTISD) was celebrated at the IETE 
headquarters. This year, the International Telecommunication 
Union (ITU) celebrated its 160th anniversary by emphasizing its 
pioneering role in advancing global connectivity and promoting 
international cooperation. The theme of the event was “Gender 
Equality in Digital Transformation.” This underscores the 

pressing necessity of addressing gender disparities in digital 
access, affordability, skills, and leadership to guarantee that 
women and girls can participate completely in the digital future. 
The program commenced with the lighting of the divine lamp 
and the invocation of Saraswati. The esteemed individuals seated 
on the dais included: Shri Anil Kumar Lahoti, Chairman of 
the Telecom Regulatory Authority of India; Dr Pratapsinh 
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Kakasaheb Desai, President of the Indian Society for Technical 
Education; Shri Niraj Verma, Administrator of the USOF, DoT, 
Government of India; Shri Sunil, President of the IETE; Lt Gen 
JS Sidana AVSM, Director General of the EME and Senior 
Colonel Commandant of the EME Corps; Dr Satya N Gupta, 
Chairman of the Blockchain for Productivity Forum; and Dr Shiv 
Kumar, Vice-President and Chairman of the Technical Programs 
and Outreach Committee.

In her recorded  video message from Geneva, Ms Doreen 
Bogdan Martin, Secretary General of the ITU, shared that 
even though a lot of progress has been made in the last sixteen 
decades and more people are linked than ever before, one-third 
of the world’s population is still not online. Celebrations of World 
Telecommunication and Information Society Day give us a chance 
to think about the work that still needs to be done. Most of the 
2.6 billion people who are still not linked are women and girls. 
Access to and cost problems with the internet and digital devices, 
along with a lack of digital skills, continue to make it hard for 
women and girls to take part in today’s economy and help shape 
tomorrow’s digital solutions.

Shri Sunil, President of IETE, in his insightful address, 
underscored that bridging the gender digital divide in India 

could yield a remarkable $1 trillion boost to the GDP by 2030.
It is essential to avert the emergence of digital technologies as 
a breeding ground for novel disparities. Digital technologies are 
driving remarkable progress in social and economic outcomes; 
however, they also risk enhancing and worsening existing patterns 
of gender inequalities, discrimination, and violence against 
women and girls. One of the most significant challenges in the 
realm of global digital transformation is to confront the existing 
gender disparity in digital access and engagement. The prevalence 
of technology-facilitated gender-based violence compels women 
and girls to engage in self-censorship, withdraw from platforms, 
or diminish their interactions in digital environments, thereby 
constraining their involvement in public life. He referenced 
initiatives such as Australia’s ‘eSafety Commissioner’ and New 
Zealand’s ‘Netsafe,’ which are designed to eliminate objectionable 
content from the Internet, offer insights into legal rights, and 
facilitate mediation and dispute-resolution services.

Prof SN Gupta, a globally recognized expert in NGN 
technologies and the Chairman of the Blockchain for Productivity 
Forum and Professor of Practice at South Asian University, 
provided a detailed analysis of the gender-equality scenario 
for Digital Transformation, with a specific focus on India. He

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clarified that the objective of expediting a nation’s “Digital 
Transformation” is comprised of three Cs: Connectivity, Content, 
and Capability. India has achieved the quickest roll-out of 5G 
in the world, and its ‘data-usage’ charges are the lowest in the 
world. Consequently, we are the world leader in 1st C. We are also 
fortunate in that a significant amount of information is accessible 
from a large number of applications that are hosted on websites 
and portals, which is the second C, “Content.” However, the 
third C, “capability,” necessitates attention. This term essentially 
denotes the development of the necessary skills to capitalize 
on the preceding two Cs. The Ministry of Skill Development 
and Entrepreneurship plays a substantial role in this regard by 
providing a multi-skilling platform.

Dr. Pratapsinh Kakasaheb Desai, the youngest President of 
the Indian Society for Technical Education (ISTE), stated that 
engineers are at the forefront of the development of sustainable 
solutions, the transformation of industries, and the enhancement 
of daily living through the application of technology and 
creativity. He expressed apprehension regarding the dismal 
proportion of students who are employable upon graduation. Only 
18% of pupils are employable, according to a survey conducted 
by NASSCOM. This disparity in skill sets necessitates that IT 
companies allocate additional time to training new employees 
prior to their deployment, resulting in substantial expenditures. 
He clarified that the objective of ISTE is to offer high-quality 
training programs to the administrators and educators of technical 
institutions. Presently, the industry necessitates proficiency in 
artificial intelligence, cyber security, and professional skills, 
including the ability to communicate ideas, collaborate with 
others, and engage in design thinking. He proposed that ISTE and 
IETE, both of which possess extensive domain expertise in these 
fields, could collaborate to achieve success.

Shri Niraj Verma, Administrator of the Universal Service 
Obligation (USO) Fund, emphasized Digital Bharat Nidhi 
as a strategy to enhance the availability and provision of 
telecommunications services in rural, remote, and urban regions 
that are not served by mainstream mobile operators. BharatNet, 
one of the largest rural telecom initiatives in the world, offers all 
telecommunications serviceproviders non-discriminatory access 
to broadband connectivity. Mobile operators, Internet Service 
Providers, Cable TV operators, and content providers are granted 
access to introduce services such as e-health, e-education, and 
e-governance in rural and remote India. Bharat Broadband Network 
Limited is responsible for the project’s execution. He disclosed 
that the USO Fund has executed a tripartite memorandum of 
understanding (MoU) with Prasar Bharati and the “Open Network 
for Digital Commerce” to offer digital services that are both 
affordable and accessible throughout the nation.

Lt Gen JS Sidana AVSM, DG, EME & Sr Col Commandant, 
EME Corps, elucidated instances of women’s invaluable 
contributions within the Army. He referenced an instance of a 
military installation situated at an elevation exceeding 14,000 feet 
in Ladakh, where temperatures fluctuate between -22˚ C and -40˚ 
C. There he observed women-soldiers executing the formidable 
tasks with remarkable enthusiasm, determination, and precision. 
Consequently, within the Army, one can observe an absence of 
gender inequality. As a father of two daughters, he believed that 
the fundamental source of gender inequality resides within the 
prevailing mindsets of individuals. The issue of fresh graduates 
facing un-employability underscores the urgent need to foster a 
mindset geared towards continuous skill enhancement, enabling 
them to navigate the rapidly evolving landscape of technological 
advancements.

The esteemed Chief Guest, Shri Anil Kumar Lahoti, Chairman 
of the Telecom Regulatory Authority of India, articulated a 
comprehensive array of statistical indicators that elucidate the 
current state of gender equality in India. He pointed out that in 
the recent past, various indicators concerning women have shown 
significant improvement: women’s life expectancy has increased 
to 74 years, the Gross Enrolment Ratio (GER) for girls at the 
primary level stands at 96.3%, their representation in Parliament 
and local bodies has grown, and they have also ascended to 
directorial positions in the corporate sector. At present, women 
possess ownership of 20% of enterprises, with projections 
indicating a rise to 30 million by the year 2030. The Digital 
Saksharta Abhiyaan in rural areas has empowered residents to 
proficiently utilize computers and digital access devices. The 
G20 Summit convened in September 2023 placed considerable 
emphasis on addressing the gender digital divide. The introduction 
of e-pathshalas and platforms such as Swayam has significantly 
mitigated gender inequality within the educational landscape. The 
overlooked area of ‘Female nutrition’ has been addressed through 
‘Poshan Tracker’, a mobile application that facilitates real-time 
monitoring of nutritional services at Anganwadi Centres. More 
than 400 women entrepreneurs engage with the government-
operated Open Network for Digital Commerce (ONDC) for their 
e-commerce endeavors. He emphasized TRAI’s initiatives aimed 
at enlightening users, particularly women, regarding strategies to 
protect themselves from cyber fraud.

Dr Shiv Kumar, Vice-President and Chairman of TPOC, 
delivered a vote of thanks on behalf of the Governing Council, 
acknowledging the valuable contributions of all stakeholders 
that led to the successful outcome of the event. He expressed his 
gratitude to former Presidents for their invaluable guidance, to the 
HQ staff for their diligent efforts. The event concluded with the 
recitation of the national anthem, followed by a formal dinner.
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56th MID-TERM SYMPOSIUM OF IETE : A REPORT

22 April 2025, New Delhi

The Inaugural Session of the 56th Mid-Term Symposium 
was held in hybrid mode at HQ building on 22nd April 2025 
by organising thought-provoking discussions on the theme 
‘Smart Mobility Systems’. A galaxy of experts from academia, 
government, defence and industry expressed their views to 
accelerate adoption of the Smart mobility systems for imparting 
benefits to individuals, organisations, society and the national 
economy. Chief Guest, Shri Nitin Jairam Gadkari, Hon’ble 
Minister of Road Transport and Highways, Govt of India could 
not come due to an unforeseen engagement.

Shri Sunil, the President of IETE, in his welcome remarks 
emphasized the innovative initiatives that were implemented 
through the signing of memoranda of understanding (MoUs) with 
the National Forensic Sciences University (NFSU) and the South 
Asian University (SAU). The former aimed to enhance the skills of 
our youthful members, while the latter aimed to create specialized 

courses for the prevention of digital crimes. He envisioned IETE 
as a burgeoning “Hub of Innovations” with its extensive human 
resource of over one lakh members. Shri Akhilesh Srivastava, 
President, International Road Federation, clearly articulated that 
the advancements in telecommunications are set to transform 
the transportation sector through Smart Mobility. He stated that, 
considering the Road Safety 2.0 initiative by the World Economic 
Forum, a significant transformation in road safety can be achieved 
through the integration of next-generation technologies. Adopting 
smart mobility solutions will contribute positively to a nation’s 
GDP.

“Given that over 3 million people die in road accidents each year, 
the US society is’reimagining’ mobility by factoring both ‘Safety’ 
and ‘Sustainability,’ based on the realization that seamless mobility 
is the foundational element necessitated by effects of climate 
change,” said Mr Ramin Massoumi, Global Director, Intelligent 
Transport Society, USA, in his theme address. Planning must 
therefore include “integrating” rather than merely “installing” 
gadgets and contraptions.

The   Guest of Honour, Lt Gen MU Nair, PVSM, AVSM, 
SM, National Cyber Security Coordinator, articulated in his 
address the concept of ‘capacity-building’ as it pertains to 
India’s advancements across various sectors, particularly in the 
realm of Highways, where the development of world-class road 
infrastructure is yielding substantial benefits for the populace. 
Furthermore, the landscape of Digital Highways in India has 
undergone a profound transformation, as even in the remote regions 
of the Andaman & Nicobar Islands, residents are enthusiastically 

utilizing UPI for their financial 
transactions. The rapid deployment 
of 5G technology in India stands 
as a remarkable achievement on 
the global stage. He contended that 
achieving a state of perfect cyber-
safety is an illusion: What is crucial 
is that we must engineer systems to 
be resilient in order to address such 
vulnerabilities.

Prof (Dr) Mahesh Verma, Vice-
Chancellor of Guru Gobind Sigh 
University, New Delhi, catering to 
128 colleges eloquently focused 
on Smart Mobility in Health Care 
segment. He emphasized that India 
once synonymous with roads full 
of potholes is now resplendent with 
high-speed expressways: From a 
‘static’ country, the country’s image 

has changed to a ‘dynamic’ country full of throbbing industrial-
infrastructure. He cited the example of ‘Organ transplant’ 
successfully facilitated by creating a green corridor, made possible 
by co-ordination amongst hospitals & the traffic-management 
authorities. Currently, algorithms and IoT-based sensors have 
achieved precision, which minimise errors while maximizing 
impact on the society. 

In an impeccable manner, Dr VK Saraswat, Padma Bhushan, 
Padma Shri, Member of NITI Aayog, Government of India, 
elucidated the subject of “Sustainable Mobility with Seamless 

Theme: Smart Mobility Systems
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Access,” which is software-defined and people-centric. He 
emphasized that Smart Mobility is a critical step toward the 
aim of decarbonization and is data-driven. He listed the factors 
that facilitate Smart Mobility, including the implementation 
of advanced technologies such as autonomous vehicles, data 
analytics, and connected infrastructure, as well as supportive 
policies and partnerships. Furthermore, the integration of a variety 
of transportation modalities and initiatives such as Mobility as a 
Service (MaaS) also help to achieve smart mobility solutions. The 
dignitaries also released a Sovenir to commemorate the occasion. 

Dr Shiv Kumar, Vice-President of IETE and Chairman of TPOC, 
in his conclusing remarks said that  India, which has a vehicle 
population of only 1.5% of the global total, is responsible for 
11% of road fatalities. He formally proposed a vote of thanks, 
specifically recognizing the Sponsors, past presidents, attendants, 
and students, in addition to GC members. He noted that the 
CEOs of numerous industries were in attendance. He extended an 
invitation to all to participate in the primary event on April 26th 
and 27th and expressed gratitude to Dr. JK Mandal, Conference 
Chair, Prof at the University of Kalyani, Nadia, WB, and Eastern 
Zonal Mentor at IETE.

April 26-27, 2025 at the Dr Ambedkar International Centre, 

New Delhi

“Igniting India’s Smart Mobility Revolution” was the topic of 
the inaugural session at the Dr Ambedkar International Centre in 
New Delhi on April 26, 2025, as the 56th Mid-Term Symposium 
& ICSMS-2025 activities continued. Dr Shiv Kumar, Vice-
President and Chairman of TPOC, provided the inaugural 
comments. Shri Sunil, President IETE and former Additional 
DG of Prasar Bharati, delivered the welcome address. As per his 

address, the two most pressing issues currently were the substantial 
number of traffic fatalities and the superfluous commuting times 
in urban areas. He observed that these cropping issues could be 
resolved through the implementation of innovative smart mobility 
technologies. The Chief guest for the opening session was Prof 
KK Agarwal, President, South Asian University; and the guests of 
honour for the session were: Maj Gen RR Tiwari, ADG Supply 
& Transport, Ministry of Defence; Shri Nilesh Desai, Director 
of SAC at ISRO in Ahmedabad; Prof Ashok Kumar Nagawat, 
Vice-Chancellor, Delhi Skill and Entrepreneurship University; 
Shri Sudhendu J Sinha, Advisor for Infrastructure Connectivity 
and Electric Mobility at NITI Aayog; Shri Akhilesh Srivastava, 
President IRF (India) and ITS India. 

Maj Gen RR Tiwari, ADG Supply & Transport, Ministry of 
Defence, articulated the battlefield scenario with precision 
and emphasized that the efficiencies gained through advanced 
mobility technologies, such as drones, produce a significant ‘Force 
Multiplier’ effect. It is imperative that we safeguard our military 
personnel from adversarial forces, as well as shield our software 
from cyber vulnerabilities. Shri Nilesh Desai, Director of SAC 
at ISRO in Ahmedabad, honored Dr Vikram A Sarabhai and Dr K 
Kasturirangan with profound tributes, in his address. He praised 
the methodology of these veterans, which instilled the essential 
skill of self-reliance in advancing the realms of space technology. 
He delineated the architecture of NAVIC following the denial of 
GPS capabilities during the Kargil War of 1990. He pointed out 
that recent Nobel Prizes in Physics and Chemistry were awarded 
to scientists who utilized Artificial Intelligence and Machine 
Learning tools, revealing that SAC is extensively employing 
these technologies in its present research and development. 
He added that the  present emphasis is on SBQC, namely

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Space-Based Quantum Communications. Prof Ashok Kumar 
Nagawat, Vice-Chancellor, Delhi Skill and Entrepreneurship 
University, emphasized that in our contemporary, technology-
driven landscape, the foremost challenge lies in maintaining 
alignment with the skills necessary to harness its advantages. 
The rapid pace of technological advancement is such that we 
find ourselves struggling to fully grasp the ramifications of these 
developments. It is imperative that we harness ‘Augmented 
Intelligence’ to develop the competencies necessary for realizing 
the multifaceted advantages of implementing ‘Smart Mobility’. 
Shri Sudhendu J Sinha, Advisor for Infrastructure Connectivity 
and Electric Mobility at NITI Aayog, expressed concern regarding 
the rising ownership of private vehicles in cities such as Delhi, 
Mumbai, Kolkata, and Bangalore, which is contributing to 
pollution, congestion, and negatively affecting health and safety. 
Transportation consumes 18% of commercial energy in India and 
relies heavily on oil imports. The primary concern is mobility, 
and the solution must be economical, dependable, accessible, 
and sustainable. Support from IITs is being requested to develop 
state-specific policies. Advancements in electronics engineering 
significantly contribute to smart mobility. Shri Akhilesh 
Srivastava, President IRF (India) and ITS India, underscored the 
necessity of connecting vehicles not only with one another but 
also with road-signaling systems in order to achieve sustainable 
mobility. This will not only reduce the number of road accidents, 
but also reduce the costs associated with logistics.

Chief Guest, Prof K K Agarwal, President, South Asian 
University, remarked that the IETE serves as a repository of 
professional knowledge. It  collectively represents a ‘Digital 
University’ capable of reshaping the national technology 
landscape. Each member of the organization possesses a wealth 
of knowledge: The challenge lies in facilitating the transfer of this 
wisdom to the younger generation. Allocating more than 10% 
of our active hours to roadways leads to a preventable decline in 
productivity. The overwhelming influx of data from both print 
and social media can divert our attention from the essential 
objective of enhancing industrial competencies. This will require 
the attainment of advanced skills encompassing sensors, IoT, 
artificial intelligence, machine learning, and a keen awareness of 
cyber-security considerations.The vote of thanks was proposed by 
Brig Arun Sehgal, the then Secrrtray General IETE. 

Before the tea break, the exhibition was inaugurated by the chief 
Guest Prof K K Aggarwal, DFIETE and Past President IETE as 
well as current President of South Asian University, MEA. 

52nd Vikram Sarabhai Lecture

After the tea break, Dr Nilesh M Desai, Director of SAC, 
ISRO, delivered the 52nd Vikram Sarabhai Lecture titled 
“Kal, Aaj aur Kal: New Era of Space NavCom.” He began by 
referencing the well-known remarks of George Bernard Shaw, 
asserting that “The single biggest problem in communication is 
the illusion that it has taken place.” He subsequently honored his 

mentor, Dr Krishnaswamy Kasturirngan, who had died merely 
one day prior. He subsequently referenced the notable figures 
and their significant contributions to the Indian Space Research 
Organisation and their overarching vision for India’s space 
initiatives—Dr Vikram Sarabhai, Dr Satish Dhawan, and Dr APJ 
Abdul Kalam. He highlighted Dr Vikram Sarabhai’s assertion, the 
Father of the Indian Space Program, concerning the application of 
space technology for societal advantages. He asserted that to play 
a significant role both nationally and internationally, it is essential 
to excel in the application of advanced technologies to address the 
real challenges facing humanity and society. Dr Desai conducted 
a review of the history of ISRO. He effectively presented ISRO’s 
perspective on satellite communication through visual diagrams 
illustrating the evolution of SatCom since 1980, highlighting that 
the demands of both government and commercial applications 
are propelling its development. The speaker outlined the Key 
National Missions: “Enhancing future readiness in emerging 
fields of science and technology.” He highlighted the importance 
of achieving excellence in the quantum frontier through this 
mission for national security and the development of quantum 
computers, quantum communication, new materials, quantum 
sensors, and quantum cryptography. He asserts that there is a 
growing adoption of quantum communication, as it represents 
the most secure method for data transmission, grounded in the 
principles of robust encryption. He urged the private sector to 
investigate and utilize SAC’s facilities for start-up initiatives as he 
concluded his discussion.

Shri CC Rajkiran, Senior Director, PTC India, opened Plenary 
Session-1 on “Enhancing Urban Sustainibility through 
Connected Vehicle Technologies” by predicting a 21.5% increase 
in the global electric vehicle (EV) industry from $755 billion in 
2024 to $4,360 billion by 2033. Software-defined EVs would 
appeal to Indian drivers by merging advanced technology with 
Indian roads as India targets for 30% EV adoption by 2030. By 
2028, the Indian automobile sector hopes to export 5 times more 
vehicles due to increased middle-class income and a high young 
population. Most Indian auto-component producers recognize 
this and innovate across vehicle systems. Government subsidies, 
stricter pollution controls, and consumer demand for sustainable 
mobility are driving industry expansion. The Indian government 
and automotive industry’s 10-year plan is the “Automotive 
Mission Plan 2016-2026.”, Next speaker, Prof Rajalakshmi, 
Department of Electrical Engineering, IIT, Hyderabad explained 
the strides made at her institute in the area of autonomous vehicles. 
Such driverless vehicles have been designed, manufactured and 
demonstrated on the roads criss-crossing the campus, connecting 
hostels to class-rooms, cafeteria and shopping centres. The 
institute has also developed autonomous drones that carry 100 
kg payloads. Department of Science and Technology under 
the ‘National Mission on Interdisciplinary Cyber-Physical 
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Systems’ had sanctioned the Technology Innovation Hub (TIH) 
in the technological vertical of Autonomous Navigation and Data 
Acquisition Systems. Shri RS Singh, Deputy Director General 
(IoT), at Telecommunications Engineering Centre delved upon the 
benefits of CVT, i.e. Connected Vehicles Technology, which refers 
to  the integration of internet connectivity and communication 
systems within a vehicle. This allows vehicles to communicate 
with each other (V2V), with infrastructure (V2I), and with 
external services (V2X), enabling safety, efficiency, and mobility 
enhancements.  Vehicle-to-everything (V2X) communication 
encompasses: vehicle-to-vehicle (V2V), vehicle-to-infrastructure 
(V2I), and vehicle-to-pedestrian (V2P) communication, allowing 
for bi-directional information exchange.

IETE Lal C Verman Award 2024 Lecture

Dr Narayanasamy Vijayan, Senior Principal Scientist with 
CSIR-National Physical Laboratory, New Delhi spoke on the 
topic of “Ensuring Accuracy in Scientific Research: The Role 
of Indian Reference Materials”. Dr Vijayan is the IETE Lal 
C Verman Award 2024-awardee. Adressing the audience, he 
said that the National Physical Laboratory is working on making 
a range of Indian reference materials. He showed why we need 
accurate measurements by giving cases. The speaker stated that 
research is advancing at a rapid pace worldwide, a trend that 
is being driven by the growing population and the increasing 
societal demands for both fundamental necessities and advanced 
technologies. New innovations are introduced daily as a result 
of ongoing research in a variety of materials science domains. 
Nevertheless, it is imperative to guarantee the precision and 
dependability of scientific data produced by research instruments. 
Inaccurate data can result in unreliable research outcomes, 
rendering them ineffective for further applications and resulting 
in squandered resources, time, and funding. This is being 
addressed by the Indian Reference Material (Bharatiya Nirdeshak 
Dravya, BND) division at CSIR-NPL, which is currently in the 
process of developing certified reference materials for a variety 
of sectors, including cement, petroleum products, and precious 
metals. In order to guarantee the precise calibration of research 
instruments, he said his team is dedicated to the development of 
Powder X-ray Diffraction standards. This endeavour contributes 
to the credibility and progress of scientific research. 

During his lecture, the awardee emphasised the significance 
of Reference Materials for achieving accurate and precise 
measurements, highlighting that the calibration of sophisticated 
instruments is essential. He highlighted that if a nation produces 
its own Certified Reference Materials (CRMs), it can significantly 
improve its economic and social conditions without sacrificing 
product quality on a global scale. Furthermore, the development 
of In-House Reference Materials (IRMs) would reduce foreign 
exchange dependency and bolster the nation’s economy, while the 
establishment of Basic National Databases (BNDs) would serve 

as a means of import substitution, ensuring high-quality products 
for the general public.

Plenary session-2 was chaired by Shri G Narendranath, Joint 
Secretary, National Security Council Secretariat; PMO. In his 
address he elucidated the role of Smart Mobility that integrates 
advanced technologies to improve how people and goods move in 
urban areas. He emphasized that cyber security, instead of being 
an afterthought, should be taken care of in the initial stages of 
design. Cameras, which act as deterrent to those who flout road-
safety rules are placed at strategic places. He enumerated specific 
solutions for ensuring safety at National Highways like ATCC 
(Automatic Traffic Count and Classification), VIDS (Video 
Incident Detection System), ANPR (Automatic Number Plate 
Recognition), IDS (Intrusion Detection System) & FRS (Face 
Recognition Solution). Participating virtually from the United 
States, the next speaker Shri Suryaprakash Nalluri, Cybersecurity 
Specialist,  Senior Vice-President at Citigroup, underlined that 
autonomous cars had the potential to transform transportation. 
These cars include millions of lines of code and involve hundreds 
of interconnected systems -- expanding the attack-surface, 
resulting in unprecedented cyber-security challenges. Despite its 
claims of effectiveness, security, ease of use, and accessibility, 
this revolution requires total software dependence. New security 
threats arise when we move from human-driven to system-driven 
cars, necessitating creative solutions to guarantee security. The 
another speaker, Shri Sanjeev Sehgal, 

Managing Director, Samriddhi Automations Pvt Ltd, asserted 
that surveillance in the transportation sector is essential for 
safeguarding passenger safety, securing cargo and assets, and 
enhancing operational efficiency. His firm produced the inaugural 
indigenous CCTV camera (Sparsh CCTV). Surveillance cameras 
are put in vehicles, including buses, trucks, and trains, to monitor 
driver behavior, ensure passenger safety, and maintain cargo 
integrity. Next, Shri Venkata Subbarao Chunduru, Director and 
Head of India operations at Arcadis IBI, provided an explanation 
of the implementation of Adaptive Traffic Signal Control in the 
city of Hyderabad to improve road safety. Similarly, the ASTRAM 
(Actionable Intelligence for Sustainable Traffic Management) 
project, which is currently operating successfully in Bengaluru, 
serves to alleviate the severe congestion problem. It encompasses 
dashboard analytics, special event management, incident 
reporting via BOT (mobile application), and congestion alerts. 
An ambulance monitoring application is incorporated into the 
initiative to facilitate more efficient movement. Shri Har Sewak 
Singh, Lead ICT Mobility at Arcadis India, reported that the 
organization collaborated with hospitals and ambulance operators 
to establish “Green Corridors” for the transportation of organs for 
transplantation. This address was followed by the overseas speaker, 
Mr Richard, Senior Vice-President, Bitsensing Inc, Republic of 
Korea, who emphasized the significance of radars in the design of 
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autonomous cars. The firm focuses in the design, development, 
and deployment of advanced radar technologies for applications 
like vehicle safety, smart home systems, industrial automation, 
and urban infrastructure management. Their radar technology 
employs advanced signal processing techniques and AI-driven 
insights, providing unmatched accuracy, efficiency, and reliability. 
“In the automotive sector, adhering to ASPICE level standards 
and guaranteeing functional safety are essential not just as criteria 
but as the cornerstone of trust and reliability in our products,” 
he asserts. The next speaker Prof (Dr) Ujjawal Kumar Kalla 
, Professor and Dean, National Institute of Technology, Delhi, 
an expert in power electronics explained that Diesel generators 
operating at 80% load achieve optimum efficiency.

The Plenary Session 3 was on “Accelerating Sustainability 
with Electric Vehicles (EVs)and Emerging Technologies” and 
handled by Dr Abhijeet Sinha, Program Director of National 
Highways for Electric Vehicles. He underscored that policymaking 
is a complex endeavor for new technologies such as electric 
vehicles. He indicated that enterprises involved in EV-charging 
infrastructure require four years to reach break-even. India aims 
for a 30% electric vehicle participation in passenger light-duty 
vehicle sales by 2030. The primary objective of Smart Mobility 
Systems is to attain the decarbonization of the transportation 
sector. He lamented the diminished level of academic R&D in 
India, resulting in a shift in focus from ‘Innovation Excellence’ 
to ‘Entrepreneurial Excellence.’ The former is crucial for 
establishing a prosperous collaborative ecology between academia 
and industry, as observed in sophisticated economies such as the 
USA.

On the following day, 27th April 2025, during the opening 
Plenary session-4, entitled “Next-Gen Road Safety, Human-
Centric AI in ITS & Future of Smart Mobility,” Shri Akhilesh 
Srivastava, President of IRF (India) and President of ITS, who 
chaired the session, underscored the swift transformation 
taking place in the transportation sector, which is becoming 
progressively mobile and agile. The use of FASTag decreased 
transaction duration from 10 minutes to under 43 seconds, thereby 
conserving time and mitigating income loss. The World Economic 
Forum convened in Geneva to address environmental degradation 
caused by the transportation sector, which generates 60 million 
tons of CO2 yearly. In India, around 170,000 individuals perished 
last year in road accidents, with 70% of fatalities attributable 
to human errors such as excessive speed, impaired driving, 
and improper lane changes. India should embrace a ‘proactive’ 
approach rather than a ‘preventive’ one. Remarkably, technology 
serves as a savior: contemporary vehicles monitor drivers’ 
behavior, providing timely alerts that save potential collisions. 
The next speaker Shri TA Vijay Kumar, CEO India Nordon 
Communication, presented his company as a specialist in creating 
cutting-edge road-safety solutions. He stated that driving in India 

presents significant challenges. Heavy traffic congestion hinders 
ambulances transporting critical patients from arriving at hospitals 
promptly. In contrast, the situation in Dubai features designated 
lanes specifically for ambulances on the roads. Vehicles that 
communicate with one another, as well as with signaling systems 
and road infrastructure, will lead to a more enjoyable and safer 
commuting experience. AI-driven solutions for road transport will 
address the critical issues currently faced. The speaker Prof PK 
Sikdar, former Director, Central Road Research Institute, notably 
emphasized that ‘Digitize or Die’, underscoring the significant 
impact of remarkable advancements in digital technology for 
transforming the transport sector. From prefixing phones with 
‘Smart’ to referring to them as smartphones, it is evident that 
everything is evolving to become more intelligent, including 
mobility. The increasing population, growing transport demand, 
rising average income, and expanding GDP are contributing to 
a noticeable transformation in society. With more than 70 cities 
surpassing a 10% population threshold and ambitious young 
individuals, we encounter a challenge as driving skills are 
notably inadequate, leading to undesirable circumstances. The 
cities listed are responsible for more than 70% of the national 
GDP, highlighting the need for focused attention to prevent 
‘Urban Shock.’ He provided an overview of the Levels of ADAS 
(Advanced Driver Assistance Systems): Level 1 and Level 2, but 
emphasized that what is truly needed is Level 5, which operates 
without any human intervention or oversight, aside from entering 
the destination.

Dr SM Ali from Qatar highlighted that his country is focussing on 
Renewable energy in big way. He urged IETE to establish a Centre 
in Qatar and hold the seminar on ‘Smart Mobility Systems’. 

Next speaker Dr (Mrs) Mukti Advani, Senior Principal Scientist 
at Central Road Research Institute, New Delhi, discussed the 
repercussions of enhancing overall capacity, noting that intra-
city roads cannot expand at equivalent rates, leading to adverse 
outcomes such as increased accident rates and pollution, which 
significantly deteriorate quality of life. She elucidated CRRI’s 
Project iRASTE, a distinctive joint endeavor among government, 
industry, and academics focused on enhancing road safety to 
mitigate fatalities. It entailed a tailored driver training program. 
Dr MH Kori, GC Member & former Technical Director, Bell 
Lucent, emphasized the influence of 5G Advanced and 3GPP on 
mobility solutions. Following the rapid deployment of 5G in India, 
the International Telecommunication Union (ITU) incorporated 
the term ‘UBIQUITOUS’ into the definition of Mobility at 
India’s request. Urban mobility produces substantial data from 
sensors, traffic cameras, asynchronous and synchronous user-
generated content, historical databases, and real-time information 
from mobility corporations. When thoroughly analyzed and 
interconnected, this data can be employed to comprehend, 
optimize, and govern mobility, enhancing its efficiency, 
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sustainability, and intelligence. Smartphone applications 
currently facilitate individuals’ travel choices while navigating 
the city, hence creating opportunities for more intelligent mobility 
services that adapt to user requirements. Innovative technology 
and business models are arising to address the mobility dilemma. 
The Ubiquitous Data-Driven Urban Mobility (UBIMOB) project 
aims to create an adaptive and context-sensitive solution for future 
mobility.

Sh Balraj Bhanot, former Chairman of the Transport Engineering 
Divisional Council of BIS and Co-Chair of the ITS India Forum, 
along with Dr Rajesh Krishnan, CEO of ITSPE and Chief Editor 
of the ITS Practitioners Journal, articulated their perspectives on 
the session’s issue. Shri Amit Srivastava, Co-chair, thereafter 
summarized the discussions of the session.

Dr Shiv Kumar, Chairman of TPOC, invited Conference Chair 
Prof JK Mandal, President Shri Sunil, Director Shri BL 
Puri of the Asian Institute of Transport Development, Lt Col 
Anupam Tiwari, and Brig Arun Sehgal (Retd), the former 
Secretary General of IETE, to partake in the Valedictory session. 
Shri Puri indicated that the surging need for transportation is 
driven by increasing economic activities within the nation. The 
transport policy framework will be founded on five principles: 
Universal access, effective resource utilization, Safety, Security, 
and Economic development. For this policy to be effective, 

policymakers and implementers must be aligned. The proposed 
solution must be cost-effective, and the outcomes should be 
quantifiable. Col Tiwari warned that solutions relying on classical 
encryption techniques, which are five decades outdated, cannot 
guarantee security in the current complicated environment. 
The National Institute of Standards and Technology (NIST) of 
the United States has finalized procedures for Post-Quantum 
Cryptography.

Prof JK Mandal indicated that the Conference received 311 
submissions, which were reviewed by 320 international experts, 
resulting in the acceptance of only 34 papers for presentation at 
the symposium. The parallel tracks were established and executed 
with the assistance of experts, members, and participants, many 
of whom participated virtually.

The conclusion of the 56th MTS-2025 featured President Shri 
Sunil expressing his gratitude for the significant contributions 
made by Prof Mandal, the GC members, and the speakers. He 
expressed his gratitude to Brig Arun Sehgal(Retd), the then 
secretary general and the IETE Staff for their steadfast commitment 
in organizing the symposium. He conveyed his appreciation to the 
management of Dr Ambedkar International Centre, along with the 
Sponsors and Exhibitors. The formal vote of thanks was delivered 
by Brig Arun Sehgal (Retd), secretary general IETE.

29th Sir CV Raman Memorial Lecture at IETE Bangalore Centre

Shri RK Khetan, chairman welcomed the gathering 
and mentioned that IE (India) adopted this function as a 
Statutory Day, with this year’s theme being “Our Ocean, Our 
Obligation, Our Opportunity.” Dr CS Malvi, Head, HoD, ME 
Dept, Madhav Institute of Technology and Science, Gwalior, 
read out official messages from the IE (India) HQ. He 
elaborated on the importance of National Maritime Day, which 
is celebrated annually on 5thApril to honor the contributions of 
Indian seafarers in global trade and commerce. The keynote 
address was delivered by Er Adesh Gupta, chief engineer, 
Merchant Navy. He spoke on ‘Advances in Marine Systems’ 
and introduced the audience to emerging technologies like 
digital twin simulations for optimizing ship performance, fuel 
consumption and maintenance schedules. Shri Vinay Kumar 
Shukla, vice-chairman IETE Bhopal Centre shed light on the 
historical context of National Maritime Day, first celebrated 
in 1964, and emphasized collaborative efforts needed to 
meet environmental regulations andachieve a technologically 
sustainable future in the maritime sector. Capt Ajay Singhal, 
Merchant Navy, recalled the maiden voyage of SS Loyalty, 
the first Indian-owned vessel of Scindia Steam Navigation 
Company, marking a turning point in India’s maritime 
independence. He emphasized the significance of World 
Maritime Day, the ongoing UN agreements on marine 
biodiversity and ocean protection. Capt ML Suryavanshi 
focused on the challenges and opportunities in sustainable 
shipping, including alternative propulsion systems and 
carbon-reducing technologies. He outlined India’s strategic 
investments in maritime defense and sustainability, such as 
the $5 billion submarine project with Germany, procurement 
of MQ-9B drones, and efforts to achieve carbon neutrality 
at major ports. Er Anshuman Khetan, Member IETE 
and MTech Scholar from MITS Gwalior, discussed the 
infrastructure and regulatory challenges in adopting low-
carbon and zero-emission fuels. He elaborated on the need 
for scalable fuel production facilities and compliance with 
stringent emission standards.The session concluded with a 
vote of thanks by Er Balvir Singh Sikarwar, who emphasized 

the importance of innovative ship design, alternative marine 
fuels, and the energy transition. He highlighted solutions 
from global leaders like Alfa Laval in preparing vessels for 
future fuel usage like methanol.

(iv)	Observed World Environment Day 2025 on 5th June 2025. 
Shri RK Khetan, chairman, extended a warm greeting 
to the dignitaries and underscored the importance of 
commemorating World Environment Day as a platform for 
fostering meaningful dialogue on ecological preservation, 
with a particular focus on plastic waste management. The 
critical relationship between environmental responsibility and 
sustainable urban development was emphasized by Prof (Dr) 
CS Malvi, HoD, ME Dept, MITS Gwalior. The speaker also 
emphasized the importance of engineers and professionals in 
the prevention of environmental degradation. Er Rajendra 
Singh Bhadauriya, a government consultant specializing 
in environmental affairs, delivered the keynote address. He 
elucidated the global crisis caused by plastic pollution and 
provided a detailed explanation of the objectives of this 
year’s campaign. He underscored the pressing necessity for a 
comprehensive transformation of production and consumption 
patterns. The keynote also referenced the forthcoming 
international treaty discussions on the eradication of plastic 
pollution, emphasizing the global momentum for sustainable 
policies. The ecological consequences of single-use plastics 
were delineated by Er US Pandey, the retired chief engineer 
PHE. He observed that these plastics have a detrimental effect 
on human health, waste management systems, and terrestrial 
and marine ecosystems. His recommendation was to 
implement enhanced awareness campaigns and transition to 
sustainable materials. Er KK Saraswat, FIE, retd executive 
engineer, PHE, offered a perspective on the causes of plastic 
pollution, highlighting the carbon-intensive nature of plastic 
production and inadequate waste disposal practices. He 
promoted the reduction of reliance on plastics derived from 
fossil fuels and the enhancement of municipal plastic waste 
management systems. Er Vishnu Kumar Agrawal, FIE, 
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Retd engineer, BHEL, addressed the long-term environmental 
consequences of non-biodegradable polymers, particularly in 
aquatic environments. He elucidated the significant threats 
that plastic debris poses to marine biodiversity and water 
quality, and he urged for immediate action on waste control 
measures in the ocean and rivers. Er Vinay Kumar Shukla, 
Centre vice-chairman, provided a detailed explanation of the 
3Rs Principle—Reduce, Reuse, Recycle—as a fundamental 
strategy for managing plastic debris. He advocated for the 
integration of these principles into educational curricula, 
industry operations, and daily life. Dr Pramod Singhal, Immdt 
past chairman, underscored the necessity of community-
led initiatives, such as cleanliness programs and awareness 
campaigns, and public policy intervention. Additionally, he 
addressed the role of technocrats and engineers in fostering 
environmentally responsible innovation.

The chief guest, Prof Rakesh Singhai, 
Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor of Devi Ahilya Vishwavidyalaya, 
Indore, emphasized the rapid advances in communication 
technologies and the emergent trends that are shaping the future 
of global connectivity. He emphasized the transformative role of 
information and communication technology (ICT) in promoting 
sustainable development, inclusion, and innovation. Dr Manoj 
Singh Parihar, the keynote speaker, was introduced by Dr 
Shilpam Saxena, the vice-chairman of the ABV–Indian Institute 
of Information Tech & Mgmt, Gwalior. Dr Parihar addressed 
the progression of mobile communication technologies, which 
encompassed all generations from 1G to the forthcoming 6G 
systems. He elaborated on the diverse antenna technologies that 
are intended to support 6G and beyond, addressing their design 
considerations, potential applications, and influence on future 
telecommunication networks.

Dr Krishnaswamy Kasturirangan (DF-028520L), Padma Vibhushan left for his heavenly abode on Apr 25, 2025 in Bangalore.

He was the Project 
Director of India’s first Geostationary Satellite “APPLE Ariane Passenger Payload Experiment” that was launched on June 19, 1981, aboard the 
Ariane 1 rocket from Kourou, French Guiana. It marked India's first three-axis stabilized experimental geostationary communication satellite and 
played a crucial role in satellite communication development.

Sh H Bakir Quraish (F-043689), Past Chairman of IETE Mumbai Centre for two terms, was an active member of the Centre. He passed away on 
Oct 10, 2024.

Dr B Ulhas Shinde (F-174545), Past Chairman of IETE Aurangabad Centre, passed away on Oct 11, 2024. He was the Principal in CSMEC S 
Sambhajinagar College.

Dr D Selvathi (F-142973) presently holds the position of Senior Professor and leads the Department of BioMedical Engineering at Mepco Schlenk 
Engineering College, Sivakasi, Tamil Nadu. She served in multiple roles within the Department of ECE and BME at Mepco Schlenk Engineering 
College for over 37 years. She oversaw undergraduate, postgraduate, and doctoral students. She is a researcher specializing in Biomedical Signal 
Analysis, Medical Image Processing, Computational Intelligence Methods, Embedded Systems, and Medical Device Design. Five research and 
development initiatives, funded by AICTE, DRDO-LSRB, and DRDO-NPOL, have been successfully completed. One SPARC-sponsored project in 
the electronics and medical fields is ongoing. Ten researchers obtained their PhDs under her supervision and she mentored more than 50 postgraduate 
students. Currently, two research scholars are pursuing their PhDs under her supervision. Authored more than 200 papers and edited various books and 
conference proceedings both in India and internationally. Her research publications have achieved an h-index of 21, an i10 index of 46, and a total of 
1,670 citations. She was granted two patents, and two copyrights were published alongside the patents. She coordinated and participated in numerous 
conferences, faculty development programs, and seminars. Presented more than 40 lectures at conferences, faculty development programs, workshops, 

and seminars. Dr. Selvathi serves as a reviewer for SCI and Scopus indexed journals published by Elsevier and Springer, and is a member of the Advisory and Technical Program 
Committees for various international conferences. She holds life memberships in ISTE, CSI, BMESI, and IAENG. In 2004, she had the opportunity to present research papers at 
an international conference held at Universiti Malaysia Sabah in Kota Kinabalu, Malaysia. Additionally, she has presented research papers at an international conference on ICS 
Engineering hosted by the University of Nevada, Las Vegas, USA. She held the position of 
Honorary Treasurer for the Sivakasi Centre from 2008 to 2012 and served as its Chairperson 
from 2014 to 2016. She received the Smt. Triveni Devi Gupta Memorial Award from IETE in 
2020. Honored with the Distinguished Faculty in Engineering award by Venus International 
Foundation, Chennai in 2017, and the Young Scientist Fellowship Award from the Tamil 
Nadu State Council for Science & Technology in 2000.
