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Rajdhani College was established in 1964 by the Delhi Administration in Kirti Nagar, New
Delhi under the name of Government College and was renamed as Rajdhani College when
the Delhi administration vested its governance in an autonomous Governing Body. Rajdhani
College is a constituent college of the University of Delhi and has completed 50 glorious
years of academic excellence.

The College is situated in West Delhi on Mahatma Gandhi Marg (Ring Road) near Raja Gar-
den, New Delhi and is accessible from all corners of Delhi. Its strategic location makes the
college much sought after apart from its academic excellence.

Initially the college was started in a school building at Kirti Nagar with negligible facilities
but with the efforts of the Governing Bodies, faculty and administrative staff, the college
becomes one of the best colleges of University of Delhi. To cater the increasing number of
students a beautiful and spacious college building was constructed in 1976-77 which was
inaugurated by the then President of India Sh. Fakhruddin Ali Ahmed. Recently, a new aca-
demic block has been built to accommodate the ever-increasing number of students.

Among
the different honours courses the college offers Bachelor with Honours Commerce, Bachelor
with Honours in English, Hindi, Sanskrit, History, Political Science, Economics, and Bache-
lor with Honours in Chemistry, Physics, Mathematics and Electronics.

A Robotics
laboratory in collaboration with e-Yantra IIT Bombay has been established in the college as
a part of an initiative of the Ministry of Human Resource Development (MHRD) through
National Mission on Education through ICT (NMEICT). The laboratory would promote ed-
ucation in embedded systems and robotics throughout the country. The College also signed
MoUs in 2022 with B.N. College, Dhubri, Assam, Sonapur College, Guwahati University,
and Darwin Memorial Degree College, Barhampur University, Malkangiri, Odisha with the
aim to offer domestic academic and research cooperation under the Vidya Vistar Scheme. In
2021, Rajdhani College also became the IGNOU Study Center fir Girls, one of the few such
institutions in western Delhi.

Rajdhani College believes in accomplishing curricular and extra-curricular brilliance simul-
taneously. Every department has its own society, which conducts regular academic pro-
grammes and events. Apart from the departmental societies such as the Economics Soci-
ety, English Literary Association, Physics and Electronics Society, Robotics, the college has
established various societies that promotes creative excellence among the students across
disciplines.

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1. DOCUMENTS REQUIRED/MANDATORY REQUIREMENT OF PHYSICAL

At the conclusion of CSAS (UG)-2025, all admitted candidates must report to the admitted
College and complete all admission formalities of the concerned College, including physical
verification of the documents/certificates. Admission of a candidate is purely provisional
and is subject to verification of original documents by the respective College. The College
will recheck all the documents/certificates. During physical verification, if any, document/
certificate is found inadequate/ insufficient/ inappropriate; it will lead to cancellation of the
admission, ipso facto. Further, such a candidate will forfeit the opportunity for admission to
any UG Programme of UoD for the Academic Session 2025-26.

2. LIST OF DOCUMENTS REQUIRED AT THE TIME OF APPLYING

Candidates shall be required to upload copies of relevant certificates/documents at the time
of applying (as applicable) and produce the same certificates/documents in original at the
time of physical verification at the College.

1. Class X Certificate in the name of the candidate, indicating date of birth and Par-
ents’ names.

2. Class XII Marksheet in the name of the candidate. The name of the candidate
must match with the CUET(UG) -2025 form.

6. RESERVATION POLICIES

6.1 Reservation of Seats for Scheduled Caste (SC) and Scheduled Tribe (ST)
Candidates

22.5% of the total numbers of seats is reserved for Candidates belonging to Scheduled
Caste and Scheduled Tribes (15% for Scheduled Caste and 7.5% for Scheduled Tribes,
interchangeable if necessary).
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The Candidate must be in possession of the Caste/Tribe certificate in his/her own name at the
time of Registration and Admission.

The Caste certificate should clearly state:
(a) Name of his/her caste/tribe
(b) Whether candidate belongs to SC or ST
(c) District and the State or Union Territory of Candidate’s usual place of residence, and

(d) The appropriate Govt. of India Schedule under which his / her caste /tribe is ap-
proved as SC or ST.

Candidate will have to produce the valid original SC or ST caste/tribe certificate at the time
of admission.

The following are empowered to issue the requisite SC/ST certificate:

a. District Magistrate / Additional District Magistrate / Collector / Deputy Commission-
er / Addl. Deputy Commissioner / Deputy Collector / 1st class Stipendiary Magistrate
|/ City Magistrate / Sub-Divisional Magistrate / Taluka Magistrate / Executive Magis-
trate / Extra Assistant Commissioner.

b. Chief Presidency Magistrate / Addl. Chief Presidency Magistrate / Presidency Magis-
trate.

c. Revenue Officer not below the rank of Tehsildar.

d. Sub- Divisional Officer of the area where the Candidate and/ or his family normally
resides.

e. Administrator / Secretary to the Administrator/ Development Officer (Lakshadweep
Islands).

Candidates to note that the SC / ST Certificate from any other person / authority shall not be
accepted in any case. If the Candidate happens to belong to SC or ST, Candidate’s caste / tribe
must be listed in the appropriate Govt. of India Schedule.

It is a statutory obligation on the part of Colleges to fill all seats reserved for Scheduled Caste
/ Scheduled Tribe Candidates.

Colleges shall not refuse admission to any SC / ST Candidate on the basis of medium of
instruction. Any deficiency in the knowledge of any particular language should be addressed;
for this purpose remedial classes may be arranged by the College by utilizing grants available
from University Grants Commission.

6.2  Reservation of Seats for Other Backward Classes (OBC, Non-Creamy Layer, Central
List)

27% seats are reserved for the Candidates belonging to Other Backward Classes (OBC - Non-
Creamy Layer, Central List).

At the time of giving admission to an OBC Candidate, the College will ensure that the caste
is included in the Central List of OBC (the OBC status is to be determined on the basis
of the Central (Govt. of India) List of OBCs notified by the Ministry of Social Justice and
Empowerment on the recommendations of the National Commission for Backward Classes
(available at the website http://ncbc.nic.in/backward classes/index.html.)
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The certificate must mention non-creamy layer status of the Candidate (Non-creamy layer
status issued by an authority mentioned in DOPT Office Memorandum no. 36012/22/93- Estt.
(SCT) dated 15.11.1993).

The OBC Candidates who belong to the ‘Non-Creamy Layer’ and whose caste appears in
the Central List of the OBCs only, shall be eligible to be considered for admission under the
OBC category (Validity period of OBC certificate in respect of ‘non-creamy layer” status of
the Candidates as per DOPT Office Memorandum No. 36036/2/2013-Estt. (Res- I) dated 31
March 2016). The certificate should be issued on or after 31st March, 2024.

It is a statutory obligation on the part of Colleges to fill all the seats reserved for OBC
Candidates.

6.3  Reservation Policy for Economically Weaker Sections (EWS)

As per the University of Delhi notifications (Reference No. Aca. I / Reservation of EWSs
/ 2019/ 63 Dated 28th March 2019 and Reference No. Aca. I/Reservation of EWSs / 2019 /
101 Dated 15th May 2019), for the reservation for Economically Weaker Sections (EWSs)
Category, the University Departments/Centers/Colleges have reserved 10% seats for
admission of candidates belonging to EWS category . The certificate should be issued on or
after 31st March, 2024.
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7.  ADMISSION TO ALL SUPERNUMERARY SEATS

Admission to all supernumerary seats will be through CUET (UG) - 2025. Candidates
desirous of taking admission on Supernumerary seats must appear in CUET (UG) - 2025.

Persons with Benchmark Disabilities (PwBD)

A. Locomotor Disability

Locomotor disability (a person’s inability to execute distinctive activities associated
with movement of self and objects resulting from affliction of musculoskeletal or
nervous system or both), including —

“Leprosy cured person” means a person who has been cured of leprosy but is suffering
from—

i) loss of sensation in hands or feet as well as loss of sensation and paresis in the
eye and eye-lid but with no manifestation of deformity;

ii) manifest deformity and paresis but having sufficient mobility in their hands and
feet to enable them to engage in normal economic activity;

iii) extreme physical deformity as well as advanced age which prevents him/her
from undertaking any gainful occupation, and the expression “leprosy cured”
shall construed accordingly;

“cerebral palsy” means a Group of non-progressive neurological condition affecting
body movements and muscle coordination, caused by damage to one or more specif-
ic areas of the brain, usually occurring before, during or shortly after birth;

“dwarfism” means a medical or genetic condition resulting in an adult height of 4
feet 10 inches (147 centimeters) or less;

“Muscular dystrophy” means a group of hereditary genetic muscle disease that weak-
ens the muscles that move the human body and persons with multiple dystrophies
have incorrect and missing information in their genes, which prevents them from
making the proteins they need for healthy muscles. It is characterized by progressive
skeletal muscle weakness, defects in muscle proteins, and the death of muscle cells
and tissue;

“Acid attack victims” means a person disfigured due to violent assaults by throwing
of acid or similar corrosive substance.

B. Visual Impairment

“Blindness” means a condition where a person has any of the following conditions,
after best correction

iv) total absence of sight; or

v) visual acuity less than 3/60 or less than 10/200 (Snellen) in the better eye with
best possible correction; or

vi) Limitation of the field of vision subtending an angle of less than 10 degree.
“low-vision” means a condition where a person has any of the following conditions,
namely:

i) visual acuity not exceeding 6/18 or less than 20/60 upto 3/60 or upto 10/200
(Snellen) in the better eye with best possible corrections; or

ii) limitation of the field of vision subtending an angle of less than 40 degree upto
10 degree

C. Hearing Impairment

“deaf” means persons having 70 DB hearing loss in speech frequencies in both ears;

“hard of hearing” means person having 60 DB to 70 DB hearing loss in speech fre-
quencies in both ears;

“Speech and language disability” means a permanent disability arising out of condi-
tions such as laryngectomy or aphasia affecting one or more components of speech
and language due to organic or neurological causes.

D. Intellectual Disability

A condition characterized by significant limitation both in intellectual functioning
(reasoning, learning, problem solving) and in adaptive behavior which covers a range of
every day, social and practical skills, including —

“specific learning disabilities” means a heterogeneous group of conditions wherein
there is a deficit in processing language, spoken or written, that may manifest itself
as a difficulty to comprehend, speak, read, write, spell, or to do mathematical calcu-
lations and includes such conditions as perceptual disabilities, dyslexia, dysgraphia,
dyscalculia, dyspraxia and developmental aphasia;

“autism spectrum disorder” means a neuro-developmental condition typically ap-
pearing in the first three years of life that significantly affects a person’s ability to com-
municate, understand relationships and relate to others, and is frequently associated
with unusual or stereotypical rituals or behaviors.

E. Mental Illness

“Mental illness” means a substantial disorder of thinking, mood, perception, orientation or
memory that grossly impairs judgment, behavior, capacity to recognize reality or ability to
meet the ordinary demands of life, but does not include retardation which is a condition
of arrested or incomplete development of mind of a person, specially characterized by
subnormality of intelligence.

F. Disability due to chronic neurological conditions, such as -

“multiple sclerosis” means an inflammatory, nervous system disease in which the
myelin sheaths around the axons of nerve cells of the brain and spinal cord are dam-
aged, leading to demyelination and affecting the ability of nerve cells in the brain and
spinal cord to communicate with each other;

“Parkinson’s disease” means a progressive disease of the nervous system marked
by tremor, muscular rigidity, and slow, imprecise movement, chiefly affecting mid-
dle-aged and elderly people associated with degeneration of the basal ganglia of the
brain and a deficiency of the neurotransmitter dopamine.
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G. Blood Disorder

“Hemophilia” means an inheritable disease, usually affecting only male but trans-
mitted by women to their male children, characterized by loss or impairment of the
normal clotting ability of blood so that a minor wound may result in fatal bleeding.

“Thalassemia” means a group of inherited disorders characterized by reduced or ab-
sent amounts of hemoglobin.

“Sickle cell disease” means a hemolytic disorder characterized by chronic anemia,
painful events, and various complications due to associated tissue and organ damage;
“hemolytic” refers to the destruction of the cell membrane of red blood cells resulting
in the release of hemoglobin.

H. Multiple Disabilities (more than one of the above specified disabilities)

Multiple disabilities including deaf blindness which means a condition in which a
person may have a combination of hearing and visual impairments causing severe
communication, developmental, and educational problems. Any other category as may
be notified by the Central Government. Concessional/Waiver of fees in respect of Persons
with Benchmark Disabilities (PwBD)

Candidates with physical disabilities pursuing various programs of study in the
Faculties, Departments, Centres, and Institutions / Colleges of the University shall
be exempted from payment of fees, including examination fee and other University
fees, except Admission fee, subscription towards Delhi University students’” Union
and Identity Card fee(As per amendment to Ordinance X(4) of the University).

PwBD Candidates who meet the merit for the unreserved category and will take
admission in the unreserved category (UR) will pay the fee relevant for PwBD

Candidate.

As per the Executive Council Resolution No. 50 dated 03.11.2012, students with
physical disabilities residing in different Hostels / Halls of the University are exempted
from payment of all hostel fees and charges except refundable caution fee and the
mess fees. Persons with Physical Disabilities who are students shall pay 50% of the
Mess fee and the remaining 50% of their Mess Fee will be met by the University of
Delhi. Similar norms are to be adopted by the Colleges in respect of PwBD Students
residing in various hostels of the Colleges.

PwBD students who are getting fellowships / financial assistance shall be exempted
from payment of fees / charges / mess fees subject to the following conditions.

Value of Fellowship Exemption of Fess Waiver

Upto 3000/- per month Fees Waiver + 50 % Mess Subsidy

3001/- upto 8000/- per month Fees Waiver but no Mess Subsidy

8001/- and above per month No Fees Waiver and No Hostel Subsidy

Candidates must ensure that the PwBD certificate is in the name of the candidate and issued
by a recognized Government Hospital, bearing duly attested photograph.

Children/Widows of Personnel of the Armed Forces (CW)

Five percent (5%) of seats are reserved for Candidates under this category, program-wise in
all colleges.
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Candidates desirous of taking admission under the CW quota of the University must
appear in CUET (UG) - 2025.

All such Candidates have to upload the Educational Concession Certificate (ECC) issued by

any of the following authorities on the proper letterhead:
(a) Secretary, Kendriya Sainik Board, Delhi.
(b) Secretary, Rajya Zila Sainik Board.
(c) Officer-in-Charge, Record Office.
(d) 1st Class Stipendiary Magistrate.

Ministry of Home Affairs (For Police Personnel in receipt of Gallantry Awards)

No other format shall be permissible. Proofs of the CW category in the form of ID card
of parent or dependent, smedical card, Ration card, CSD card, etc. are not admissible in
lieu of certificate in correct format. The priority must be clearly mentioned in the certificate.
Certificates that do not mention the relevant priority will not be considered*.

Admission may be offered to the Children/Widows of Personnel of the Armed Forces
(Priority to IX) including Para- Military Personnel (only Priority I to V), in the following
order of preference:

Priorityl | Widows/Wards of Defence personnel killed in action

Priorityll | Wards of Defence Personnel disabled in action and boarded out from service with
disability attributabletomilitaryservice;

PriorityIII | Widows/Wards of Defence Personnel who died while in service with death
attributabletomilitaryservice;

7.3  Kashmiri Migrants (KM)

Up to 5% seats are reserved program-wise in all colleges for the wards of Kashmiri Migrants.
All the wards of Kashmiri Migrants will have to upload a certificate of registration as Kashmiri
Migrants issued by Divisional Commissioner/ Relief Commissioner.

Candidates desirous of taking admission under the Kashmiri Migrants quota must appear
in CUET (UG) - 2025

7.4  Prime Minister’'s Special Scholarship Scheme for J&K students

Candidates desirous of taking admission under the Prime Minister’s Special Scholarship
Scheme for J&K students must appear in CUET (UG) - 2025.

7.5 Nomination of Seats for Sikkimese

Students Candidates desirous of taking admission under the Sikkim nomination scheme
must appear in CUET (UG) - 2025.

Sikkimese students nominated by the Govt. of Sikkim shall be considered for admission
by the University in Colleges where hostel facilities are available (AC Resolutions 51 dated
05/06/1980 and 122 dated 17/12/1990). The allocation of Sikkimese students for admission as
well as for hostel accommodation in respective colleges be made by the Vice- Chancellor at
his discretion. The number of these nominated seats is detailed below:

7.6 Ward Quota of Employees of University of Delhi

Candidates desirous of taking admission under the Ward Quota of Employees of University
of Delhi must appear in CUET (UG) - 2025.

Admission to the wards of University and its College employees, both teaching and non-
teaching will be done as per Academic Council resolution 9 a & b dated 27.11.2020 and
subsequent amendments thereof. Candidates must be in possession of a valid Employment
Certificate issued by due officials at the time of registration. Only the Employment certificate
uploaded at the time of registration will be considered. I-cards, Aadhar Card and/or any
other document will not be accepted.

7.7  Orphan’s Quota

Candidates desirous of taking admission under the supernumerary Quota for Orphans must
appear in CUET (UG)-2025.

The University of Delhi will be admitting two candidates (one male and one female) in each
program of study, both at the Undergraduate and Postgraduate level. These two seats will
be supernumerary. The Council of the University further resolved that the expenditure
incurred for admission and continuance of study of such students in the University or its
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Colleges shall be met from the University Welfare Fund or College Students” Welfare Fund,
as the case may be, for admissions in the University or in the College.

7.8  Extra-Curricular Activities (ECA) and Sports Quota

Candidates desirous of taking admission under the supernumerary quota for ECA and/or
Sports must appear in CUET (UG) - 2025. For admissions to ECA and Sports supernumerary
seats a weightage of 25% will be given to CUET score and 75% to certificates/trials/
performance.

7.9  Foreign Nationals

10% of Supernumerary seats in each program are reserved for Foreign Nationals. Candidates
seeking admission under the Foreign Students’ category are required to apply on Foreign
Students’ registry website.

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8. UNIVERSITY RULES AND ORDINANCES

Every student admitted to the college is required to maintain discipline and good
conduct in and outside the college during the period of his/her stay in the college.
Ragging in any form is strictly prohibited. Violation of discipline rules and acts of
ragging are punishable according to Ordinances XV-B and XV-C of the University.
Students are required to read these rules carefully and ensure good conduct on their
part all times during their stay in the college.

Ordinance XV-B: Maintenance of discipline among Students of the University

1. All powers relating to discipline and disciplinary action are vested in the Vice-
Chancellor.

2. The Vice-Chancellor may delegate all or such powers as he/she deems proper to
the Proctor and to such other persons as he/she may specify in this behalf.

3. Without prejudice to the generality of power to enforce discipline under the
Ordinance the following shall amount to acts of gross indiscipline:
= Physical assault, or threat to use physical force, against any member of the
teaching and non-teaching staff of any Institution/Department and against
any student within the University of Delhi
» Carrying of, use of or threat to use of any weapons
= Any violation of the provisions of the Civil Rights Protection Act, 1976

» Violation of the status, dignity and honour of students belonging to the
scheduled castes and tribes

* Any practice-whether verbal or otherwise derogatory of women
* Any attempt at bribing or corruption in any manner
=  Willful destruction of institutional property
» Creating ill-will or intolerance on religious or communal grounds
* Causing disruption in any manner of the academic functioning of the
University system;
» Prohibition of Ragging as per Ordinance XV-C.
4. Without prejudice to the generality of his / her powers relating to the maintenance
of discipline and taking such action in the interest of maintaining discipline as

may seem to him/her appropriate, the Vice-Chancellor, may in the exercise of
his / her powers aforesaid order or direct that any student or students -
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e be expelled, or

e be for a stated period rusticated, or

e Dbe not for a stated period, admitted to a course or courses of study in a
College, Department or Institution of the University; or

e Dbe fined with a sum of rupees that may be specified; or

e be debarred from taking a University or College or Departmental
Examination or Examinations for one or more years; or that the result of
the student or students concerned in the Examination or Examinations in
which he /she or they have appeared be cancelled.

5. Institutions, Halls and teaching in the concerned Departments. They may exercise
their authority through, or delegate authority to such of the teachers in their
Colleges, Institutions or Departments as they may specify for these purposes.

6. Without prejudice to the powers of the Vice-Chancellor and the Proctor as
aforesaid, detailed rules of discipline and proper conduct shall be framed. These
rules may be supplemented, where necessary, by the Principals of Colleges,
Heads of Halls, Deans of Faculties and Heads of Teaching Departments in this
University. Each student shall be expected to provide himself / herself with a
copy of these rules. At the time of admission, every student shall be required
to sign a declaration that on admission he/she submits himself / herself to the
disciplinary jurisdiction of the Vice- Chancellor and several authorities of the
University which may be vested with the authority to exercise discipline under
the Acts, the Statutes, the Ordinances and the rules that have been framed therein
by the University.

Ordinance XV-C: Prohibition and Punishment for Ragging

Ragging in any form is strictly prohibited, within the premises of College / Department
or Institution and any part of Delhi University system as well as on public transport.

Any individual or collective act or practice of ragging constitutes gross indiscipline
and shall be dealt with under this Ordinance.

Ragging for the purposes of this Ordinance, ordinarily means any act, conduct or
practice by which dominant power or status of senior students is brought to bear on
students freshly enrolled or students who are in any way considered junior or inferior
by other students; and includes individual or collective acts or practices which

o Involve physical assault or threat to use of physical force.
o Violate the status, dignity and honour of women students.

o Violate the status, dignity and honour of students belonging to the scheduled
caste and tribe.

o Expose students to ridicule and contempt and affect their self-esteem.
o Entail verbal abuse and aggression, indecent gestures and obscene behavior.
The Principal of a College, the Head of the Department or an Institution, the authorities

of the College, or University Hostel or Halls of Residence shall take immediate action
on any information of the occurrence of ragging.

Notwithstanding anything in Clause (4) above, the Proctor may also suo moto enquire
into any incident of ragging and make a report to the Vice-Chancellor of the identity
of those who have engaged in ragging and the nature of the incident.
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e The Proctor may also submit an initial report establishing the identity of the
perpetrators of ragging and the nature of the ragging incident.

e If the Principal of a College or Head of the Department or Institution or the Proctor is
satisfied that for some reason, to be recorded in writing, it is not reasonably practical
to hold such an enquiry, he/ she may so advise the Vice-Chancellor accordingly.

e When the Vice-Chancellor is satisfied that it is not expedient to hold such an enquiry,
his/ her decision shall be final.

e On the receipt of a report under Clause (5) or (6) or a determination by the relevant
authority under clause (7) disclosing the occurrence of ragging incidents described
in Clause 3 (a), (b) and (c), the Vice-Chancellor shall direct or order rustication of a
student or students for a specific number of years.

e The Vice-chancellor may in other cases of ragging order or direct that any student
or students be expelled or not for a stated period, admitted to a course of study in
a college, departmental examination for one or more years or that the results of the
student or students concerned in the examination or examinations in which they
appeared be cancelled.

e In case any students who have obtained degrees or diplomas of Delhi University are
found guilty; under this Ordinance, appropriate action will be taken under Statute 15
for withdrawal of degrees or diploma conferred by the University.

e For the purpose of this Ordinance, abetment to ragging whether by way of any act,
practice or incitement of ragging will also amount to ragging.

e All Institutions within the Delhi University system shall be obligated to carry out
instructions / directions issued under this Ordinance, and to give aid assistance to the
Vice- Chancellor to achieve the effective implementation of the Ordinance

Note: Order of the Vice-Chancellor in pursuance of Ordinance XV-C:

Where incident (s) of ragging are reported to the Vice-Chancellor by any authority under
this Ordinance, the student (s) involved in ragging, shall be expelled for a specified term,
designated in the order. Non- students involved in reports of ragging will be proceeded with
under the criminal law of India; they will also be rendered ineligible for a period of five years
from seeking enrolment in any of the institutions of the University of Delhi. Students against
whom necessary action is taken under this note, will be given post decisional hearing, with
strict adherence to the rules of natural justice.

Ordinance XV-D: The Sexual Harassment of Women at Workplace (Prevention,
Prohibition and Redressal) Act, 2016 (MINISTRY OF LAW AND JUSTICE)

An Act to provide protection against sexual harassment of women at workplace and for
the prevention and redressal of complaints of sexual harassment and for matters connected
therewith incidental thereto.

WHEREAS sexual harassment results in violation of the fundamental rights of a woman to
equality under articles 14 and 15 of the Constitution of India and her right to life and to live
with dignity under article 21 of the Constitution and right to practice any profession or to
carry on any occupation, trade or business which includes a right to a safe environment free
from sexual harassment; and whereas the protection against sexual harassment and the right
to work with dignity are universally recognized human rights by international conventions
and instruments such as Convention on the Elimination of all forms of discrimination
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against Women, which has been ratified on the 25th June, 1993 by the Government of India.
And whereas it is expedient to make provisions for giving effect to the said Convention for
protection of women against sexual harassment at workplace.

15. FACILITIES IN COLLEGE

15.1. Infrastructure

Academic Blocks
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The College has three academic blocks consisting of well-furnished and spacious
classrooms and well- equipped laboratories. ICT equipment is also installed in some
of the classrooms to facilitate the teaching-learning process.

Auditorium

The College has a spacious air-conditioned auditorium which is used for organizing
various events and is regularly used for Academic, Co-curricular and Extra-curricular
activities. Located on the ground floor of the Arts Block, the Auditorium has seats
for 200 people. It has wonderful acoustics and warm & welcoming ambience. It is a
perfect venue for musical, dance and theatre performances, film screenings, lectures,
seminars, conferences, workshops and farewell parties. Recently a Multimedia Digital
Podium was also placed in the Auditorium to facilitate the interactive process and to
make the academic discourses more interesting and impactful

Seminar Room

Located on the first floor in the Arts Block, the Seminar Room is multimedia equipped.
It is spacious, air- conditioned and facilitated with a LCD Projector and audio-
speakers for organizing various activities like seminars, presentations, talks, debating
competitions, workshops, etc.

Central Computer Laboratory

The Central Computer Laboratory in the College provides students an opportunity
for hands-on training and enhancing their computer skills. With the introduction of
a number of revised and restructured courses, computer education, knowledge and
accessibility has become an integral part of the Undergraduate College Curriculum.
The Lab is equipped with networked personal computers, printers, and other
computer equipment. The students can make use of the facilities as an integral part of
their daily operations.

Amphitheatre

An Amphitheatre was structured near the Science Block in the academic session of
2017-18. This is one of the most happening spaces within the college premises as
various co-curricular and extracurricular activities are organized here. This space
is used for open discussions, poetry recitation, dramatics and dance practice, thus
ensuring the multifaceted progress of the students.

Medical Room

Medical facility is available to students during college hours. The College has a Medical
Room with Basic amenities such as blood pressure monitoring and wheelchair etc.,
which provides basic first aid to students and can cater to the medical needs of the
students for casual and minor ailments. The medical room is maintained by a Staff
Nurse appointed by the college. Regular health check-ups are conducted in college by
trained medical professionals.

Girls” Common Room

The College provides a Common Room for female students, which can be used as a
restroom by them. Located inside the Arts Block, the Girls’ Common Room (GCR)
is a spacious and comfortable place where female students can study, unwind, have
informal discussions with friends and interact with seniors in the free time available.
It helps them learn the ropes of college life and get familiar with the campus which is
their second home for the next three years.

Playground & Lawns

An added attraction for the potential sportspersons is the College Playground. It
is well maintained and spacious. It offers facilities for playing Cricket, Volleyball,
Basketball and Athletics to all sports inclined students and also makes available the
excellent equipment for the same. The College also has beautiful lawns with trees and
flowering plants. The lush green grass and the cool shade of the trees provide relief
in the summer. Students are welcome to fully utilize the above facilities for sitting,
rehearsing, practicing or studying, but littering is strictly forbidden.

Cafeteria

The College has a modern and spacious cafeteria to serve refreshments at regulated/
controlled rates, with sitting arrangements both inside and outside the cafe. It can
accommodate more than 80 students at a time. This is where the action and fun is!
Students can eat good and hygienic food at reasonable prices. It is also a place where
students from all the streams meet and interact.

Open Gymnasium
The College has the facility of an Open Gymnasium for the students to encourage the
spirit of physical fitness and agility.

Library

A Spacious and Updated Library

The library has an exclusive air-conditioned Faculty Reading Corner, computers
with internet facility and subscription to e-journals, meets the expectations of the
current net savvy generation. Our library has more than 1.25 lakh + scholarly books
on various subjects and subscribes to 33 newspapers and around 55 magazines and
research journals and periodicals of varied interests. The Library is fully automated
where users can access books on a single click. The computer cataloguing is in
progress and once this is completed our students will have details of all the books
at the click of a button. Library has also started newspaper clipping service focusing
on higher education. Rajdhani College Library also provides its users access to 6000
+ e-journals and 31,35000 + e-books through N-List program of UGC INFONET. The
Library has a separate corner for differently abled students and teaching staff where
4 smart desktops and high-speed scanners (to convert reading material into listening
texts) have been installed. The library offers reading material in Braille and listening
texts to facilitate the learning process for the differently abled users. They can also get
Voice Angel (device to record lectures etc.) issued in their names to retain important
information relating to any topic.

Library Cards

Library allows its members to borrow books using the automated library card. Library
Membership Card is to be shown, if demanded, at the time of entering into the library
or whenever asked for in the library. Undergraduate and postgraduate students are
issued five (5) and six (6) books respectively.

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Basic Rules

While in the library, all persons shall observe all basic and elementary principles of
library ethics, obey the rules and procedures of the library and submit to discipline
enforced by the University of Delhi.

1. Books are issued to the members for two Weeks.
2. The overdue charge is Re. 1/- per book per day.

3. Library cards or other identity records are to be shown, if demanded, at the time
of entering into the library or whenever asked for in the library.

4. Undesirable or unauthorized persons shall have no access to the library and if
found in the library, they shall be liable to expulsion from the library by the
Librarian/ the Principal.

5. Conversation, talking, sleeping, smoking, and loitering are not allowed in the
library. Use of Mobile Phones is not allowed within the library premises.

6. At the time of entering the library, all personal belongings and books not
belonging to the College Library and books though borrowed from the library
but not meant to be returned to the library, shall be deposited at the Property
Counter/Locker at the entrance to the library.

7. Every member of the library shall be responsible for the safe custody of any
library book borrowed by him/her for the study in the Library Reading Room or
for use at home.

8.  Students held responsible for loss, damage, defacement or mutilation of books
shall be liable to compensate the library in such way as may be determined by
the Library Committee.

Library Clearance

Each student is required to take a clearance from the library before the University
Admit card/ Examination Hall Ticket is issued to him/her or submit the price amount
of a book with an undertaking It is mandatory to submit the no due certificate from
the library or alternatively cash equivalent to the price of the book along with the
undertaking can be submitted for issuing the book during examination.

15.3. Bus Pass

Students can avail travel concession privileges with the concessional bus pass. DTC
has deployed about 3106 CNG buses for the city/NCR service. They cover about 773
routes on Delhi Roads. DTC issues students with an All Route concessional bus pass
that can be availed through the college. With its economical student bus passes, DTC
is a very viable and popular option of transport for students. Students can avail the
facility by filling up required form.

15.4. Railway Concession

Student of recognized Institutions can avail a travel concession (50% for general
category and up to 75% for SC/ ST) to travel to hometown or for educational purposes
in 2nd class trains in only Sleeper Class (Mail/Express) through the Principal. To avail
this concession, a student has to produce the Student concession form and identity
card along with the purchased ticket (only i-ticket) to get discounted ticket.
