1. Lofoten in the Arctic Circle
Lofoten lies within the Arctic Circle, along with parts of Sweden, Finland, Russia, Greenland, Iceland, Canada,
and Alaska.

2. A Cinematic Gem
Lofoten's dramatic landscapes have been featured in films like "The Wave” (2015), *Downsizing™ (2017), and
*Twin* (2019).

3. Midnight Sun and Polar Nighﬁs
From May to July, Lofoten enjoys 24-hour sunlight. From November to January, the sun doesn't rise.

4. Viking Legacy
The world's largest Viking longhouse (500 AD) was discovered in Borg and is now the Lofotr Viking Museum.

5. 1,000 Years of Cod Fishing
Lofoten thrives on cod fishing, as the fish migrate here between January and April to spawn.

6. Unusual Warm Climate
The Gulf Stream keeps Lofoten's winters mild, with average temperatures of 0°C, unique for its latitude.

7. Largest Deep-Water Coral Reef
The Rost Reef, located near Lofoten, is 10,000 years old and among the world’s largest deep-water coral
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8. Seabird Haven

Lofoten hosts Europe's largest seabird colony, including puffins, sea eagles, and cormorants.

9. Surfing Paradise
Unstad and Flakstad offer world-class surfing, with strong swells between September and April.

10. Powerful Whirlpool

Meoskstraumen, near Lofoten, is one of the world's strongest whirlpools, spanning 4 km across.

11. Filming Hub
Films like *“Downsizing” (2017), *The North Drift® (2022), and “After Death”™ (2023) were shot in Lofoten.

12. Inspiration for THE MOVIE - Frozen
Lofoten inspired the architecture and scenery in Disney’s "Frozen”, boosting tourism to the region.

13. Scenic Drive
Driving Lofoten’s 166 km route offers stunning views, similar in distance to Miami te Key West.

14. Lofoten's Size
Lofoten covers 1,227 sq. km, larger than Paris but slightly smaller than Los Angeles, with diverse natural
beauty.

15. Name Origin
Lofoten derives from "l&" (lynx) and "fat" (foot), referencing the lynx foot-shaped island Vestvagoy.
