Description: One of the most difficult shifts to teaching online is that assessment needs to be re-thought and re-taught! In the 
classroom, students' learning is regulated and easily monitored by the instructor; for example, we can walk past a desk and check to see 
how they are progressing. Unfortunately, when teaching online this becomes difficult since we are not always in contact with students. 
In this Master Class, teachers will be introduced to methods of engaging students in self- and peer-assessment as well as approaches 
that can be used to check students' learning of content they work through at home.
